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CHAIRMAN'S REPORT
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Shri Mansukh Mandaviya, Hon’ble Minister of State
(Independent Charge) for Shipping inaugurating the Inter-departmental
Cultural Programme in connection with Independence Day Celebration

at NMPT on 16-8-2019
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(CHAIRMAN'S REPORT )

It was a challenging year for the port on many fronts. The cargo traffic of the port during the
financial year 2019-20 was adversely impacted by several unforeseen factors such as water shortage
during the peak summer, heavy and extended monsoon until the end of October and last but not the
least, global pandemic COVID-19. Despite these hardships, the Port during the current fiscal 2019-20
handled a throughput of 39.14 million tonnes as against 42.51 million tonnes handled in 2018-19
registering -7.91 variation over the last year. Due to COVID-19, 7 cruise vessels cancelled their calls
in March 2020. Despite this unfortunate event, the port handled 21 cruise vessels with 23,655
passengers in 2019-20 as against 26 cruise vessels with 28,794 during the previous year 2018-19. The
number of vessels of all types sailed out of the Port during 2019-20 has increased to 1392 from 1346
vessels in the previous year. The total NRT of the vessels sailed is 20.00 million tonnes, GRT 40.02
million tonnes and DWT 61.91 million tonnes.

The improvements were particularly observed in the container segment of the cargo. The
container traffic handled at the Port in the year 2019-20 shows an upward trend of 16.52% growth
over the previous year. During the year 2019-20, total 153,351 TEUs i.e. 22.77 lakh tonnes of
containerized cargo was handled as against 131,613 TEUs i.e. 19.20 lakh tonnes in the previous year.
The number of container vessels handled during 2019-20 is 241 as against 199 vessels handled in the
previous year.

The efficiency of the port, gauged through port performance indicators had mixed outcomes. The
positive performance was observed in the Turn Around Time (TRT) of the vessels. Average TRT for
the year 2019-20 is 45.84 hours as against 46.21 hours for the last year. However, on the accounts of
Pre-berthing delay, avg. outpur per ship berthday and average output per gang shift, the parameters
had a negative result. Average Pre-berthing delay for the year 2019-20 is 1.26 days as against 1.10
days for the last year. Av. Output per berthday for the year 2019-20 is 15,774 tonnes as against 18,126
tonnes for the previous year and the avg.output per gang shift for the year 2019-201s 1,419 tonnes as
against 1,798 tonnes for the last year.

The overall financial position of the Port continued to be comfortable. The net surplus [before
taxes] of the Port during the financial year 2019-20 is Rs. 210.08 crores as against Rs. 264.07 crores
FY 2018-19. The port reduced the operating expenditures from Rs. 278.14 Crores in the year 2018-19
to Rs 272.84 crores in the year 2019-20. However, due to the decrease in cargo traffic, there was also a
decrease in the operating income of the port from Rs 600.5 Crores in 2018-19 to Rs. 572.14 Crores in
2019-20.

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This year, the port successfully completed its landmark coal mechanization project at Berth No.
16. The Project was awarded to M/s. Chettinad Mangalore Coal Terminal Pvt. Ltd., Chennai on PPP
Mode at a project cost of Rs. 469.46 Cr. It was completed on 22.05.2019 and the commercial
operations has commenced since 08.11.2019. Moreover, this year, another significant project i.e.,
Mechanization of Berth No. 14 for handling containers and other cargo on DBFOT basis was
initiated. This project is on PPP mode at an estimated project cost of Rs. 280.71 Crore. The work has
been awarded on 26.08.2019 to M/s. JSW Infrastructure Ltd., Mumbai. The Concession Agreement
has been signed on 27.01.2020 and the concession period of the project is 30 years. The construction
phase of the project is 12 months. The construction of Phase-I will commence at site by November,
2020. These Mechanization projects are expected to significantly improve the efficiency of the port
and simultaneously reduce the environmental impact. This year, the port also reached a new
sustainability milestone by achieving 100% solarization — 100% of the required energy being
generated by the port’s solar power stations.

SIGNIFICANT ACHIEVEMENTS IN THE FY2019-20

1. Berth no.16 commissioned and operational: The coal handling terminal installed by M/s
Chettinad Mangalore Coal Terminal Ltd. at berth no.16 turned operational on 08.11.2019. Due
to the mechanisation of Berth No. 16, the operational efficiency of handling coal vessels has been
increased. Also a reduction in the turnaround time of approx. 24 hrs can be observed. Moreover,
the mechanized handling of coal is expected to significantly reduce the level of air and water
pollution in the surrounding area.

2. Record containers handled: The Port has registered 18.65 % growth in container traffic during
the FY 2019-20 by handling 2.28 MMT as against 1.92 MMT in the previous year. The port also
achieved the landmark of highest ever containers handled in terms of TEUs. In the FY 2019-20,
the port handled 153,351 TEUs compared to the previous highest of 131,613 TEUs handled in
the FY 2018-19. Also, the port catered to the highest ever container vessels i.e., 241 vessels in the
FY 2019-20. The previous highest of 217 container vessels was recorded in the year 2016-17.

3.  Commencement of Heli services for cruise passengers: Heli services for cruise passengers
from NMPT commenced on 12th November 2019 from the port to nearby tourist destinations in
Tulunadu, Karnataka and the neighbouring state Kerala. The first helicopter offered its services
for the passengers to the Bekal fort in North Kerala. The future destinations proposed are
Dharmastala, Kukke, Belur and Halebeedu. This service is bound to find favour with the foreign
tourists, who can pack a larger itinerary into their stay at Mangalore by availing the helicopter
services.

4. Signed the Concessional agreements with JSW: The concessional agreement with M/s JISW
Infrastructure Ltd. was signed on 27.01.2020 for Mechanization of Berth No.14 to handle
container (exclusive) and other cargo (non-exclusive). The project is expected to be completed
and commissioned by March 2021.
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5. 100% Solarisation from March 31, 2020: The port has reached the milestone of complete
solarisation by generating the full amount of energy required for port operations through the
solar panels. The port has established a solar power plant (ground as well roof mounted
facilities) with a total of 5.19 MW/annum power generation capacities in the previous years as
part ofiits efforts to contribute towards a green environment.

6. Highest Monthly Traffic Handled: Highest ever Monthly Traffic was handled in FY 2019-20
in the month of March 2020 i.e., 4.25 million tonnes. The previous highest was in the months of
June 2018 and October 2018 where 4.08 million tonnes were handled.

7. Highest LPG handled: This year, NMPT handled highest LPG cargo of 2.55 MMT among all
the major ports. It was the highest ever record in the port’s history, surpassing the second highest
of 2.2 MMT which was seen in the year 2018-19.

8. No Stoppage of Work: In the FY 2019-20, there was no stoppage of work despite the
occurrence of curfew and the lockdowns due to COVID-19 outbreak. Even under tremendous
distress, the port strived hard to deliver its duties in maintaining the steady supply chain to the
nation.

9. Up gradation of IT Infrastructure: The ERP module has seen a makeover with the
introduction of E-office and GIS. Simultaneously, port is upgrading the Port Operating System
to IPOS.

10. Construction of Berth No. 17: NMPT has plans for development of one more deep draft
multipurpose general cargo berth (Berth no.17) adjacent to the existing berth no.8 for handling
general break bulk cargo and Ro-Ro consignments and cruise. The subsoil investigation works
are under progress. The works would be taken up during the year 2020-21.

11. Mediterranean Moor Handling: For the first time in its history, NMPT handled for a vessel in
Mediterranean Moor method. MV Dong Bang Giant 2, was handling an over-dimensional cargo
at NMPT. The cargo rolled on to the Barge at Berth No. 14 after the barge was lowered to the
level of the berth using ballast water.

12. Reduction in OTA expenditure: The overall OTA expenditure of the Port has decreased by
27.14 % as against the RFD target of 5% reduction.

The port extends its thanks to the customers, officers of the ministry of shipping, Board of
Trustees, Customs Department, State Govt. and Railway Authorities who have extended
continuous guidance and support in its activities. The port also takes this opportunity to thank
the offices, staff and cargo handling workers for their contribution towards the port's growth and
functioning during the financial year.

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TRAFFIC DEPARTMENT

It was a challenging year for the Port’s traffic department as a series of unexpected events
adversely impacted the Industries and traders in the hinterland of Karnataka. The water shortage
experienced in the peak summer reduced the refining capacity of our main Captive customer M/s
MRPL. Historically, the coast of Karavali is not known for shortage of water and this unprecedented
event significantly reduced the cargo throughput of the port. Reduced refining of crude oil at MRPL
also resulted in less export of POL from the port.

Ironically, the summer of water shortage was followed by an extended Monsoon season with
record high rainfall that extended upto the end of October. Usually, the period of South-western
Monsoon experienced in coastal Karnataka is from June to September. This year, the Monsoon
extended by an additional month which resulted in an unfriendly environment for handling crude oil
at SPM and dry bulk cargo at the berths. Moreover, the heavy rains also caused a landslide in the plant
of M/s MRPL which further impacted their crude oil imports.

When the port seemed to weather off these unforeseen events, towards the end of the Financial
Year, a new form of impediment came in the form of COVID-19. The real impact of this global
pandemic on the economy of India is yet to be seen. In the month of March alone, the port experienced
several cases of cancellation of vessels and blank sailings. The cruise traffic also declined as 7 vessels
cancelled their trips to NMPT. Total of 21 cruise vessels with 23,655 passengers were handled during
the year 2019-20 as against 26 cruise vessels with 28,794 passengers handled during the previous
year2018-19.

Despite the aforementioned adverse factors, the port during the fiscal 2019-20 handled a
throughput of 39.14 million tonnes as against 42.51 million tonnes handled in 2018-19
registering -7.91 variation over the last year. The unloaded traffic during the year 2019-20 is 29.26
million tonnes as against 32.79 million tonnes in the previous year. Out of 29.26 million tones
unloaded traffic, the overseas traffic is 21.28 million tonnes and coastal traffic is 7.98 million tonnes.
The loaded traffic during the year is 9.88 million tonnes as against 9.71 million tonnes in the previous
year. Out of 9.88 million tonnes loaded traffic, the overseas traffic is 7.83 million tonnes and the
coastal traffic is 2.05 million tonnes.

Container Traffic

The significant achievement of the Traffic Department came in the container segment. The
container traffic handled at the Port in the year 2019-20 shows an upward trend of 16.52% growth
over the previous year. During the year 2019-20, total 153,351 TEUs i.e. 22.77 lakh tonnes of
containerized cargo was handled as against 131,613 TEUs i.e. 19.20 lakh tonnes in the previous year.
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The number of container vessels handled during 2019-20 is 241 as against 199 vessels handled in the
previous year. These are historic high figures and in this segment, the port has set a new landmark.

Business Development Activities during FY 2019-20

« Proactive business promotion drives were initiated by the port to enhance the engagement
with customers. The captive, non-captive and container customers located in and around
Mangaluru were visited to get feedback on port operations and retain their trust in port’s
objective to provide best services to them.

« The future expansion plans of local customers were discussed, in order to develop port
infrastructure in alignment with the customers’ requirements and assist them to expand in
vicinity of the port rather than opening new units in other places.

+ Thebulk customers in Bagalkot, Belgaum and Kolhapur in Maharashtra region were visited
and assured of quality services for export of sugar through NMPT. The local trade
associations were met to explain the facilities at NMPT which encourage more exporters to
use the port services.

+ The container, captive and non-captive customers of Mysore, Nanjanagud and Madikeri
were visited to understand their feedback on port operations and to strengthen the
association further.

« The importers and exporters at Hassan and Kunigal were met to improve the existing
business relationships and to convenience the other exporters to start utilizing the port
services. During the visit of port officials along with main line operators and transport
providers, the major gherkin exporters at Kunigal agreed to initiate trial runs in the coming
days.

« TVS Motors is having a manufacturing facility at Mysore which relies on other ports for
export of automobiles. The port officials along with main line operators and transport
providers visited their head office at Bangalore to convenience the advantages of NMPT.
The port officials explained the advantages over competing ports. The ocean freight and
transportation cost needs to be matched by main line operators and transport providers. The
issue would be addressed soon and port can start exporting automobiles in near future.

Port sponsored the “Ports, Shipping & Logistics summit” held at Mangalore. The main aim
of the program was to confront regional challenges, unlock potential & build opportunity
among trade, manufacturers and service providers. The program was a huge success with
the participation of top bureaucrats of state and central government, Trade promotion
organizations and senior representatives of industries. Chairman, NMPT was the guest of
honour and addressed the gathering during the session focusing on enabling better
understanding and finding the solutions for the bottlenecks in seamless cargo movements.
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« Agri export meet was organized by the port to promote the exports of agricultural products
there by supporting the farmer who is the back bone of the country. Chairman NMPT
delivered the speech on facilities extended by the port for agri-product trade. Representation
of Cargo Services, Riga, Latvia explained in detail on advantages of exporting to or
importing from Europe through Latvia. The brain storming session, gave new dimension to
tap the business opportunities and increase the farmer's income. The representatives of
agricultural product exporters, trade promotion bodies, service providers, senior officials of
the port were part of the event which turned out success for all.

< The trade meets enlighten and educate the importers and the exporters based in the
hinterland and give firsthand information about the availability of the infrastructure and the
robust connectivity to the global destinations. One of the major agricommodities which is
grown and exported is gherkins, in addition to coffee. Hitherto port has been successful in
persuading the gherkin exporters to prefer New Mangalore Port. In addition to this
persistence effort is made to make use the platform like Indian Gherkin Exporters
Association’s quarterly and annual meets held in Bangalore. The port Chairman addressed
the Gherkin exporters on facilities available at port for agricultural products. Many of the
gherkin exporters who is using the other ports at present for export were shown their interest
and willingness to make use of NMPT in coming days.

« The Port conducted a trade meet at Kushalnagar, wherein all the coffee curers and coffee

exporters from Kushalnagar, Hassan, Madikeri and Chikmagalur region gathered. The
trade meets infused confidence among the logistic providers, main line operators, feeder
line operators, and Coffee Curers & Coffee Exporters in utilizing the service of the port. The
event was an opportunity to have a face to face interaction with these stakeholders which
would enhance the volumes of export and also would retain the patronage.

To reduce cost of handling to the EXIM trade and to increase their convenience of
transportation, stuffing and destuffing of containers inside the port was continued.

< Container terminal: In order to serve ever increasing container traffic, a mechanized
container terminal was planned to handle containers more efficiently and to attract more
EXIM trade from hinterland. The project was awarded to JSW Infrastructure under PPP. The
project is expected to be completed within FY21. The container traffic is expected to grow to
3,00,000 TEUs in coming years.

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During the year 2019- 2020, 52 workers and 3 staffs retired on attaining superannuation and 3
workers had expired. As far as Dock Safety Training is concerned in total, 127 Regd. Cargo Handling
Workers were imparted Training in 4 batches during 2019 —-2020.

Safety

The port is committed to provide Safe and cost effective services related to the seaport facilities
meeting applicable statutory and Regulatory requirements. The management is committed in
implementation of the Health and Safety Policy. The Port follows the Safety committee Management
System, wherein the Safety at the Port is managed by the Port Safety Management committee.

NMPT abides by all the applicable statutory rules and regulations. The safety at Docks area is as
per the guidelines laid in the Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare ) Act 1986 and the Dock
Workers ( Safety, Health and Welfare Regulations) 1990 framed under the Act. The said Act and
Regulations are framed to protect the workmen from industrial accidents and occupational diseases.
The Act is administered by the Ministry of Labor and Employment through the DGFASLI, Director
General of Factories and Advice Services and Labor Institute and the same is enforced in the ports by
the Inspectorate of Dock Safety.

The Health and Safety has primary importance in all activities of the Port, whether at land or at
sea and the Port strives to achieve best safety practices in all its operations. The safety management
system is monitored, reviewed, benchmarked and audited on a periodic basis. The SOPs are prepared
for all the cargo handling operations and the port users are advised to adhere and comply to the SOPs.

There are NIL case of major reportable accidents during the cargo handling operations or any
cases of reportable occupational diseases reported. However, there were two fatal accidents reported
to have occurred in the year 2019- 2020. The Chairman, the Management and Sr. officers are all
concerned about safety and there is proactive attitude towards safety in the Port.

Any near misses, dangerous occurrences and incidents are investigated. The Port safety
Committee meetings are being regularly conducted on quarterly basis. The schedule for medical
examination of workers is strictly followed and all workers are subjected to undergo the annual
medical examination at the occupational health centre of the port. The medical examination is carried
out by the AFIH qualified Sr. Medical Officer of the port. Also, on the job training and training on
safety aspects are regularly imparted to the workers. The dock workers are provided with necessary
safety gadgets / personal protective equipment (PPEs) like the Safety helmets, gloves, safety shoes,
goggles, dust masks and reflective safety vests are being provided to the signal man. The workers
from the unorganized sector (casual workers) are also provided with PPEs and training under the CSR
activity of the port and also, the medical facilities are extended to this category of workers at the
Medical Health Clinic established by the collaboration of the Port Health department and the Red
Cross Society.
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The onsite mock drills are regularly conducted and the short comings are reviewed. NMPT also
actively participates in the Offsite emergency mock drill conducted by the D.K. Dist. Disaster
Management team, the Mutual Aid members and neighboring industries. The Accident Prevention
Plan for the port is prepared and submitted to DGFASLI.

The liquid cargo being the major cargo handled at NMPT, the best firefighting systems are
provided at the jetty as per the OISD guidelines and regular audits of the oil jetties are carried out by
OISD and PESO. The Port has a proactive approach towards Safety and undertakes periodical and
timely maintenance of the Firefighting systems. The safety of Pipelines is also given at most
importance and the same are monitored regularly. The Captive Portusers, PPP and BOT operators are
also advised to strictly comply with the safety requirements of the port and to carry out Safety audit of
their facilities regularly.

In compliance to the Regulation No 111 of the Dock Workers (S,H &W) Regulations 1990, All
the workers (169 Nos. of RCH workers )are imparted with training on safety in material handling
and skill required for performing their duties and also the annual medical examination is carried out
for all the RCH workers as per the Regulation No. 107 of the Dock Workers (Safety , Health and
Welfare) Regulations 1990.

ENGINEERING DEPARTMENTS

The engineering departments form the backbone of the ports. The quality of the infrastructure
determines the progress of the trade and by extension the economic development of our nation. It is
the prime responsibility of the port to develop the infrastructure at hand to facilitate the requirements
of the trade. The engineering departments of the New Mangalore Port have been working hard to
improve the infrastructure. The Engineering Departments are divided into 1. Civil Engineering
Department and 2. Mechanical Engineering Department (also encompassing the Electrical
engineering Department).

Highlights Of Civil Engineering Department 2019-20
Major Projects Awarded During The Year 2019-20

1. Mechanization of Berth No. 14 for handling container terminal and other cargo on
DBFOT basis at NMP

The project of mechanization of existing Berth No. 14 for handling container and other cargo on
PPP mode at an estimated project cost of Rs. 280.71 Crore. The work has been awarded on
26.08.2019 to M/s. JISW Infrastructure Ltd., Mumbai. The Concession Agreement has been signed on
27.01.2020 and the concession period of the project is 30 years. The construction phase of the project
is 12 months. The construction of Phase-I will commence at site by November, 2020.
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2. Development and hardening of 24.0 acres backup area to stack the cargo behind proposed
Berth No. 17

As part of modernization, NMPT had taken up the subject project in a phased manner, under
which, the subject project has been completed on Jan-2019 at a total cost of Rs. 22.00 Crore.

3. Providing Pavement Quality Concrete to recently developed yard behind proposed berth
No:17 near Silver jubilee gate (Stage-I)

The above work was awarded to M/s. Bhandarkar Construction at a total cost of
Rs.9,74,13,600.00. The work was commenced from 05.09.2019 and completed in June, 2020.

MAJOR PROJECTS COMPLETED DURING THE YEAR 2019-20

1. Mechanization of Berth No. 16(old no. 18) for providing handling equipments for
handling Bulk Cargo on DBFOT Basis

The subject Project awarded to M/s. Chettinad Mangalore Coal Terminal Pvt. Ltd., Chennai on
PPP Mode at a project cost of Rs. 469.46 Cr. has been completed on 22.05.2019 and the commercial
operations has commenced since 08.11.2019.

2. Construction of 2 Nos. of covered storage sheds outside the security compound wall near
godown No. 31 & 32.

The above work was awarded to M/s.Srusti Engineers for an amount of Rs. 18.08 Crores has
been completed on 22.05.2019.

3. Installation of Container Scanners

The supply and installation of Container Scanner has been awarded to M/s. Smiths Detection
(AsiaPacific) Pvt. Ltd., Singapore. The work has been completed.

MAJOR PROJECTS UNDER IMPLEMENTATION
1. Development of Fishing Harbour at Kulai, Mangalore, DK

The Project Sanctioning Committee (PSC) of the MoA&FW, Govt. of India considered the
proposal of “Construction of a Fishing Harbour at Kulai in Dakshina Kannada District” at an
estimated cost of Rs. 196.51 Crore, the completion period of the project is 4 years commencing from
23.05.2018 t0 22.05.2022. The New Mangalore Port has been given responsibility to implement the
project in full shape and later it will hand over to Karnataka Govt. for operation and management.
NMPT has appointed M/s. L&T Infrastructure Engineering Ltd., as the Project Management
Consultants. The works are carried out in two packages. The Tenders for package-1, i.e., Construction
of breakwaters has been invited on EPC mode, which is under process and targeted for award by
August, 2020.
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2.  Mechanization of Berth No. 14 for handling container terminal and other cargo on
DBFOT basis at NMP

The project of mechanization of existing Berth No. 14 for handling container and other cargo on
PPP mode at an estimated project cost of Rs. 280.71 Crore. The work has been awarded on
26.08.2019 to M/s. JSW Infrastructure Ltd., Mumbai. The Concession Agreement has been signed on
27.01.2020 and the concession period of the project is 30 years. The construction phase of the project
is 12 months. The construction of Phase-I will commence at site by November, 2020.

3. Development of Additional Deep Draft General Cargo Berth (Berth No. 17) adjacent to
Berth No. 8

NMPT has plans for development of additional deep draft berth (Berth No. 17) adjacent to Berth
No. 8 at an approximate project cost of Rs. 225 Crore for a capacity of 6.75 MMTPA. The TEFR has
been prepared by the Indian Ports Association. The Geo technical investigation has been commenced
at site. The preparation of DPR is under progress. The National Centre for Sustainable Coastal
Management, Anna University, Chennai has been requested to prepare the CRZ plan for the project.

4. Construction of PQC road around 2 Nos. of covered storage sheds outside security
compound wall near godown No. 31 & 32 at NMPT.

The tender for the subject work costing Rs. 2.50 Crore is under process and work order to be
placed by end of July, 2020.

5. Retrofitting works to Berth No. 8

The Estimate for the above work is under preparation. The berth is mainly utilized by M/s.
KIOCL. In order to finalise the estimate, a joint meeting was proposed. But due to COVID-19, the
same could not be held. The estimate will be finalized by July, 2020.

MARINE DEPARTMENT

AtNMPT, the shipping movements are carried out round the clock throughout the year including
during monsoon period. Vessels drawing upto 14.20mtr draft are handled at various berths.The total
number of movements carried out in the FY 2019-20 is 3,365 without any delay to the vessels and the
total number of ships handled during the above period is 1,392 (including non-cargo ships).The port
water front area is patrolled on 24x7 basis by two high speed security boats. Taking advantage of the
tide, higher draft vessels are handled for import /export of larger parcel of cargo within the existing
facility. Moreover, VLCCs are handled at SPM without any delay.

The marine department has undertaken necessary steps to ensure that all port crafts are well
maintained in compliance with the requirements of statutory authority as well as the classification
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society. As a result, the department manages to carry out all shipping movements without any
interruption or delays. Thus, we ensure quick turnaround time of vessels calling at New Mangalore
Port. Vessel related documents are carried out online with no manual intervention.

Marine Department Highlights of FY 2019-20
Some of'the highlights of the department for the year 2019-20 are as follows.

« Inaswiftoperation of Port Fire staff of the Marine Department, established the source of fire
and extinguished the fire which broke out at Coast Guard Officers Mess, and saved life and
property of Indian Coast Guard on 17.04.2019 and Coast Guard has conveyed thanks for the
swiftresponse in dowsing the fire.

« There has been a significant reduction in OT hours due to the implementation of 3 shifts duty
roaster.

+ Bunkering operation was carried out successfully at the NMPT anchorage area on
24.04.2019 by Bay III to the vessel MV Naluhu with the Directives of Ministry for
promoting bunkering. The operation was executed and monitored by Marine staff and
Marine Pollution control team. This was first time recorded in the history of NMPT to carry
out bunkering from vessel to vessel atanchorage.

With the initiatives of Marine Department of NMPT, for the first time handled maximum
draft vessel of 14.5 mtrs without additional capital dredging for “Hong Kong flag vessel
M.V. Great Ocean” on 24.05.2019 at Berth No.14 (West).

< Coal stack yard near B.No.16 caught fire on 09.06.2019 the two Fire tenders along with duty
officer and crew rushed to the spot and observed that, dumped coal was burning with dense
smoke and fire. Firefighting operation was started with water spray on both the sides and by
climbing more than 30 feet height of the coal stack. After continuous 6 hours of fire fighting
with two fire tenders, firefighting operation was completed at 04.00 am on 10/06/19 and
saved a large value of property.

« Training programme was imparted to Coastal Security Police (CSP), regarding functioning
and operation of New Mangalore Port Trust on 01.06.2019 as requested by CSP, Udupi. In
this regard, the Superintendent of Police, CSP Udupi vide letter No./ACT-4/CSP/U/2019-
20 dated 18.06.2019 has stated that “it gives Immense Confidence with this kind of exposure
to their core team by NMPT team, would be able to contribute in a better and more
constructive way to the National duty.”

For safe and incident free handling of Noxious and Hazardous substances in the Port for the
year 2018-19, NMPT Marine Department was awarded with a momento on Environment
Day Celebration on 12.07.2019 organized by Karnataka State Pollution Control Board,
Mangalore City Corporation, Forest Department, Mangalore Smart City Ltd., Bharath
Scouts and Guides, D.K.Dist.
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«  When the nature’s fury struck the coast of Karnataka, NMPT rose to the occasion to rescue
the stranded fishing boats and to provide shelter to nearly 264 small fishing boats and crew of
nearly 3120 men, within the safe zone of the port harbour. The Marine Department of NMPT
has been fulfilling its social responsibilities to provide succor to the maritime community of
coastal Karnataka and fishing boats from Tamil Nadu and Kerala. The encouragement
received from the Hon’ble MP of Dakshina Kannada and the District Administration have
put greater impetus in the strides of the Port.

« The declared drafts, during the monsoon period, were maintained as done in the previous
years. The strides of Marine Department was taken at the juncture when the post monsoon
dredging is awarded to M/s. Dredging Corporation of India, which commenced from mid of
September 2019. It may be noted that M/s Mercator Limited has discontinued the dredging
work at the Port from June 2019 onwards.

Inajoint SAR operation by Marine Department of NMPT and Coast Guard, all the members
of the dredger TrideviPrem were rescued on 02.09.2019 and also retrieved two number of
life boats during adverse weather condition. Marine Department swiftly mobilized the
Pollution control equipment, laid three numbers light buoys to mark the wreck of the
Dredger Tridevi Prem.

« The Dredger BhagvatiPrem was at anchorage from 17.04.2019 onwards without rudders
and was lying in a bad state. On 28.10.2019, it was informed that the dredger had developed
leak and had started to flood and requested immediate assistance. A team headed by Dy.
Conservator along with officers headed towards the dredger BhagvatiPrem to assess the
situation. After boarding the dredger, it was noticed that the overall condition of the dredger
was found extremely unsafe for keeping the vessel afloat and could sink at any time.
Therefore to save life at sea, to prevent any damage to the ecology, environment, port and
adjourning areas and also to secure the asset in the larger public interest, the vessel
successfully beached near to the Surathkal light house at about 20:12 Hrs on 28.10.2019. All
the crew were safely rescued.

« The first Mediterranean Moored Vessel Dong Bang Giant 2 berthed at 14 (E) and loaded
Extra-ODC parcel of nearly 1250 MT between 3rd November 2019 to 5th Nov. 2019. The
agents M/s. Parekh Marine Services Pvt. Ltd. of the vessel extended regards and gratitude to
the entire team of Marine Dept., NMPT for the professional approach in achieving this
historical feat.

The first coal vessel MV YANGZE 8, LOA 199.90 mtrs. GRT 36426 MT, SWT 63515 and
Beam 32.26 mtrs. Successfully berthed at Berth No.16 despite the dredging constraint on
08.11.2019 with the initiative of Marine Dept.

« Mr. G.Balagopal, Sr.Manager (T), IOCL expressed thanks for the support provided by New
Mangalore Port Fire and Safety Team of Marine Department during Mr. D.K. Verma, Joint
Director (MO-POL), OISD along with his team’s visit at Berth No.12 and Fire pump House
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on 17.03.2020. It was also informed that Joint Director, (MO-POL), Mr.Verma was
impressed and satisfied by seeing the Port firefighting facilities, equipment and its working
condition etc. which are being following as per OISD Standard 156.

Pollution Control Cell :

The Oil spill contingency plan of New Mangalore Port is approved and in place, a Pollution
Control Cell is operating under this department. The main activity of the pollution control cell is to
prevent and combat any type of oil pollution in the port and keep the port water pollution free.
Pollution cell is maintaining Oil Spill Equipment as per NOS-DCP requirement.

The above is achieved by regular inspection of harbour waters and carrying out of mock
drills/training to take prompt action to mitigate and combat any pollution in the port waters.

Navigational aids:

Port is provided with adequate Navigational aids required for round the clock navigation. The
length of the Ports approach channel is 7.5 kms which is adequately marked with 13 nos solar
powered channel marker buoys placed at an interval of 1200 mtrs apart from the fairway buoy thus
facilitating safe navigation round the clock. There are three leading light towers ashore in line with the
center of the approach channel. On the southern and northern extremity of the channel, 2 nos each toe
line lights are positioned. Vessels Traffic System of New Mangalore Port is manned 24x7 and is used
as an aid to navigation. Itisalso used to keep watch on the vessels in the vicinity.

Marine Survey:

Hydrographic surveys of the channel and inner harbour are carried out regularly by means of
“Echo-sounding method”. Lead line sounding surveys of all the berths and jetty face are also carried
out regularly with lead line chain by using reinforced rowing boat. Pre & Post joint surveys of
maintenance dredging are carried out by the surveyors of dredging contractors along with the Port
surveyors and surveyors of a third party (M/s NIO, Goa & M/s IRS, Mumbai). In addition, positions
of the buoys are also monitored with the help of DGPS system. Hydrographic Survey of the port area
has been outsourced for 3 years w.e.f from April 2020.

Port Fire Services:

NMPT maintains a full-fledged firefighting unit with two fire stations, one at the Main Wharf
(North Fire Station) and the second at the tanker terminal (South Fire Station).The Port has three (2
owned and 1 hired) fire tenders fitted with water, foam and Dry Chemical Powder System. The Port
Fire Services is manned by well trained personnel headed by 2 nos Fire Officers.

Marine Engineering Division

The Marine Engineering Division operates and maintains 01 Tug, 02 Pilot Launches and 03
Mooring Launches. 01 No. tug owned by the port is outsourced for operation and maintenance. Apart
from these vessels owned by the Port, the Division has 03 Nos. hired Tugs & 01 No. hired Pilot
Launch for the Port operations. All these vessels are well maintained in compliance with the
requirements of Statutory Authorities and as a result, the department manages to carry out all shipping
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movements without any interruption or delays. Besides, all these vessels are also kept standby for any

exigencies such as fire, pollution etc. round the clock.

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N.M.P.T Colony:-

In NMPT there are a total 721 residential units in the colony. Quarters are allotted to the
employees of NMPT, RCHW and CISF Personnel. The surplus quarters have also been allotted to
the staff of other Departments viz, Police, Resident Audit Office, Kendriya Vidyalaya No.1, NMPT
School, MESCOM, Coast Guard, Inspectorate of Dock Safety, Contract / out sourced staff, and
Apprenticeship Trainee staff who have been associated with the Port. In the colony, amenities
like Auditorium, Gymkhana, Outdoor stadium, recreation club, hospital, market complex,
children’s park, schools, cable TV network etc., are provided.

APPRENTICE TRAINING:-

This Port has been imparting Training under Apprenticeship Act 1961 to the ITI trained
Electricians, Fitter, COPA and Mechanic in R&AC, Graduate Engineers & Diploma holders in
Mechanical/ Electrical/ Civil and Computer Science Engineering as well as Diploma holders in
Commercial Practice. During the year 2019-20 the Port had engaged 27 candidates for
Apprenticeship Training.

TRAINING:-

The areas/ officials requiring initial Training of up gradation are identified and training is
conducted through on — site training programme at NMPT Training centre. Trainings is also imparted
at various venues outside the campus with a view to improve the quality of service and to develop
skills. During the year 2019-20 a total of 455 Officers/officials were given in-house training at NMPT
apart from 22 Officers who were deputed for outstation training.

EDUCATION:-

The Port running an English Medium School upto 10th Standard for the children of the Port
Employees and Dock workers. The School is being run through New Mangalore Port Educational
Society. The Port had incurred an expenditure of Rs.3.61 crores on the Schools during the year 2019-
20. Besides, there is also a Kannada Medium Higher Primary School (upto 7th standard), run by the
State Government in the Port Premises. The Port has provided a building to run this School in the staff
colony. The Port hires buses on contract basis for transportation of children to school and back at
subsidized rates. Besides, one 30 seater mini bus is also used to transport the School children.
Children Education allowance is also being paid at maximum limit of Rs. 27,000/- per child up to a
maximum of 2 children per family in an academic year as provided in WRC settlement.

CANTEENS:-

NMPT provided food/refreshment at concessional rates to the employees through a Canteen run
by a group of employees in the Wharf area registered under the Co-Operative Societies Act. The Port
Management grants subsidy to the Co-operative Canteen so as to enable them to provide food at
concessional rates to the Port employees. Apart from this, M/s Annapurna Catering Services, Mumbai
is functioning inside the Administration Office Building, providing Direct Benefit Transfer of
Rs.500/- per month instead of providing subsidize meals/food to class III &IV regular employees of
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NMPT working in AO Building premises including Stores, Auto Garage, Electrical Sub-Division &
I, RCHW Office, Pump House & Hospital except those working and posted in Harbour (Whar).

SPORTS & CULTURALACTIVITIES:-

The Administration department conducted Selection Trials of various Games/Sports/Cultural
events and given practice and participated in State level and in the All-India Major Ports Sports. In
addition to that the department help port conduct All-India Major Ports Cultural Fest at NMPT
successfully.

VIGILANCE DEPARTMENT

Vigilance Department of the Port is headed by Chief Vigilance Officer (CVO).The post of CVO
was held by Shri. Srikrishna Karuturi, ITS up to 29.02.2020 who has relinquished charge on
completion of his tenure. Presently CVO of SCI, Mumbai, Shri. Deepak Chaturvedi, ITS, is holding
additional charge of CVO, NMPT. Vigilance Department has been giving emphasis on preventive
aspects of Vigilance and has taken a number of steps for system improvement. This helped in
increasing transparency and minimizing corruption in the organization. Computerization in the Port
is also a step in this direction.

Shri Virendra Kumar Saksena, IRS (Retd.), has been appointed as Independent External Monitor
(IEM) in NMPT initially for a period of three Years with effect from 28.02.2019 for implementation of
Integrity Pact in procurements and contracts. CVC vide letter No: 012/VGL/053 dated 11.03.2020
intimated that, Shri. Virendra Kumar Saksena, IRS (Retd), has taken up a new assignment and
nominated Shri. Prem Chand Pankaj, Ex-CMD, NEEPCO for appointment as [IEM in NMPT in place
of Shri. Virendra Kumar Saksena, IRS (Retd).

Name of the Independent External Monitor (IEM) is to be notified in tenders having estimated
contract value is Rs. One crore and above. Only those vendors/bidders, who commit themselves to
such a Pact, would be considered competent to bid. IEM would have access to all Contract
documents, whenever required and would review independently and objectively, whether and to what
extent parties have complied with their obligations under the Pact. Further, [EM would examine all
complaints received and give recommendations to the Chairman.

As part of preventive vigilance, intensive examination of four works was carried out, seven
periodic and nineteen surprise inspections were also carried out. Based on the intensive examination
of works and periodic and surprise inspections the following systemic improvements are suggested to
the management.

3eft)”. The week commenced by Chairman, NMPT administering the integrity pledge to

about 550 students and employees of NMPT on 29.10.2019. This was followed by a skit/short
play on ‘Transparency and Ethics’ enacted by Nandakala, the cultural team of NMPT. Even
though the play is of short duration, it was effective in conveying the message of transparency
and ethics to the audience.

In addition to that, a walkathon covering the route starting from KIOCL junction -
Mallya gate - Beach Road junction - Panambur signal - A.O Building along the service road of
NH-66 covering a distance of about 2.5 KMs was organized along with KIOCL on
30.10.2019 between 10:30 hrs and 11:45 hrs. About 400 students and employees of NMPT
including many senior officers, port users, vendors/contractors have participated in the
walkathon displaying the placards relevant to this year’s theme. About 50 No.s of KIOCL
employees and senior officers also have participated in this walkathon. The walkathon was
followed by a signature campaign of integrity pledge. About 350 No.s of students and
employees of NMPT have become part of this signature campaign and signed off the integrity
pledge. Banners relevant to the theme were displayed at prime locations of the New
Mangalore Port and also at prominent nearby public places giving wide publicity to the
observance of Vigilance Awareness Week.

Vigilance sensitization programs were organized in 4(four) schools viz., NMPT English
Medium School, Panambur, Govt. High Schools at Krishnapura, Meenakaliya and
Haleyangady and Integrity Pledge was administered to all the students of these schools.
About 600 students and staff participated in these programs. Vigilance sensitization programs
were also organized at 3 (three) colleges Viz. Government Junior College at Haleyangady,
Katipalla and Chelaru.

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MEDICAL DEPARTMENT

The Port Trust Hospital is a 50 bedded Hospital operating with functioning 22 beds that
caters to the Medical needs of the Port Trust Employees/Retirees/ Dock workers/ CISF Unit
and their dependents, free of cost and also caters medical services for Central School, NMPT
School, Coast Guard, Radio wind observatory, Customs and contract laborers of various
agencies operating within the Port area on paying nominal charges.

Human Resources:

The Chief Medical Officer is the Head of the Medical Department. One Deputy Chief
Medical Officer (GD), Two Senior Medical Officers (GD), Eight Medical Officers on
Contract, Five Ministerial Staff, Eleven Paramedical Staff (Regular), Forty Six Paramedical
Staff on Contract and Seven Data Entry Operators on Contract are engaged in the service of
the Port Trust Hospital for providing round the clock services including three ambulance
facilities.

Services Provided by the PTH from 01.04.2019 t0 31.03.2020

Consultant Services:

In addition to the above, Port Trust Hospital has empanelled 60 Part time visiting
consultants of various fields of specialty including Ayurveda and Homeopathy.

Referral Hospital Services:

The Port has empanelled 12 reputed Speciality and Super speciality Hospitals in and
round Mangalore & Bangalore for higher treatment the facilities which are not available in
the Port Trust Hospital.

Pharmacy:

Apart from procurement of Medicine through annual rate contract by e-tendering,
Medical Department has empanelled 2 Allopathic medical shops for supplying medicines
which are not available in PTH Pharmacy with rebate of 17.25% on MRP for generic
medicine, 30% on branded medicine in order to ensure uninterrupted supply of medicines.

Clinical Laboratory Services:

The fully Automated Computerized Clinical Laboratory is functioning from 7.00 a.m to
7.00 p.m on all working days. Medical Department has empanelled approved referral
hospitals for providing Laboratory and Special investigations which are not available at PTH
for NMPT outpatients on credit basis at CGHS Rates.
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Ultra sonogram/Echocardiogram Services:

Medical Department has Ultra sonogram, Colour Doppler and Echocardiogram
facilities. The service statistics for the above specified period is 798, 42 and 453 tests
respectively.

First Aid Center:

Mobile First Aid Center at wharf functions round the clock providing First Aid Services
to the injured at work site inside the Wharf.

Service Statistics:

52,980 outpatients and 1171 in-patients were treated in Port Trust Hospital. Also 781 in-
patients and 1053 outpatients were referred for investigations to the approved referral
hospitals during the above mentioned period.

Operation Theatre:

Port Trust Hospital has a well equipped functioning Operation Theatre and 190 surgeries
were performed during this period.
