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The financial year 2020-21 has been one of the most challenging years in port management. By the
beginning of April 2020, the first wave of COVID-19 had struck India. Pan-India lockdowns were enforced
from 23rd March 2020. Despite these lockdowns, the government was committed to keep the sea ports
operational under any circumstance as seaports play a quintessential role in ensuring the supply chain to
the Nation. Due to lockdowns and other uncertainties, initially, there was an overall reduction in maritime
trade, shipping demand and port traffic all over the world. At New Mangalore Port, the short term impact
on operation was minimal as about 85% of the cargo handling is fully mechanized, requiring little to no
manual intervention. The oil cargo operations, and mechanized dry-bulk operations were unperturbed. On
the shore, the port had witnessed delay in the evacuation and aggregation of cargo. Months from April to

September 2020 we saw a decline in general cargo traffic.

During this period, Crude Oil prices in the global market were at a historic low. Capitalizing on this
scenario, the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas filled its strategic reservoirs. Due to this move,
New Mangalore Port Trust handled additional Crude Oil of 2.7 MMT, which was imported by the Indian
Strategic Petroleum Reserves Ltd (M/s ISPRL). On the other hand, the lockdown restrictions were
gradually loosened, due to which, we saw a late recovery in the cargo traffic at the port in the months of
January, February and March of FY 2020-21.

Despite these hardships, the Port during the current fiscal year 2020-21 handled a throughput of 36.50
million tonnes as against 39.14 million tonnes handled in 2019-20 registering -6.76% variation over the
last year. Due to COVID-19, no cruise vessels were handled in the year. The number of vessels of all
types sailed out of the Port during 2020-21 has decreased to 1,267 from 1,392 vessels in the previous year.
The total NRT of the vessels sailed was 17.85 million tonnes, GRT 35.41 million tonnes and DWT 57.88

million tonnes.

The improvements were observed in LPG, Fertilizers and Steel Coil cargo. The LPG traffic handled at
the Port in the year 2020-21 showed an upward trend of 9.05 % growth over the previous year. Moreover,
Fertilizer showed the increase of 50.3% over the previous year and Steel Coil also saw an upward tick of
11.07%.

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The efficiency of the port, gauged through port performance indicators was more or less equaling the

previous year’s performance. Average TRT for the year 2020-21 was 45.89 hours as against 45.63 hours in
the year 2019-20. Average Output per berthday for the year 2020-21 was 15,690 tonnes as against 15,774
tonnes in the previous year. Average Pre-berthing delay for the year 2020-21 was 1.05 days as against 1.26
days in 2019-20.

The overall financial position of the Port continued to be comfortable. The Net Surplus [before taxes]

of the Port during the financial year 2020-21 is Rs. 216.09 crores as against Rs. 210.08 crores in the

previous year. The port reduced the operating expenditure from Rs. 272.84 crores in the year 2019-20 to
Rs.261.69 crores in the year 2020-21. Operating Income increased to Rs. 595.64 crores from Rs. 572.14
Crores in 2019-20.

SIGNIFICANT ACHIEVEMENTS IN THE FY 2020-21

Record LPG handled: Record qty of 2.78 Million tonnes of LPG handled in 2020-21 surpassing the
earlier record of 2.55 million tonnes handled during last year thereby continued to be the 2nd largest
LPG handling Port in India.

Record containers handled: Record container traffic of 2.29 Million Tonnes handled in 2020-21
surpassing the earlier record of 2.27 Million tonnes in 2019-20.

Record bitumen handled: Record gty of 2.06 lakh tonnes of bitumen handled in 2020-21 as against
0.90 lakh tonnes handled in 2019-20.

Implementation of Alongside Delivery under EoDB: The port has streamlined delivery of bulk/
coastal cargo by permitting the C&F agents to take alongside delivery of cargo. It has significantly
contributed to reduce TRT of Truck/Trailer movement, fuel and manpower requirement. In addition,
this has also helped to minimize the documentation for hassle-free clearing of cargo from the port. For
the first time in the history of the port, a record dispatch of 4,036 Metric tonnes of Fertilizer from the
Port was achieved in a single day on 03.11.2020.

100% Water Consumption from Rain Water Harvesting: Due to water harvesting to the fullest
extent, NMPT has become self-sufficient in water supply for the first time in port history. Meenakaliya
and Baikampady villages are benefitted on account of rise in ground water table due to development

of rainwater harvesting/recharge pond at various locations of the port estate

Dedicated Pension Portal: The Port has launched dedicated Pension Portal in the port website which

will enable the port pensioners to access their pension payment details.

Implementation of Online Cart Ticketing System: NMPT has introduced the usage of online Cart

ticketing system in the RFID application for efficient and smoother gate operations.

First Ever STS Operation in NMP: NMPT for the first time carried out STS(Ship to Ship) operation
between INS Aditya and M.T. Harmony at B. No.10 on 29-09-2020.

MOUs signed in the lead up to Maritime India Summit 2021: The Port has signed 16 MoUs
for projects worth INR 2,404 crores with various stakeholders on the lead up to Maritime India
Summit 2021.

Cape-size vessel handled at Berth No.16: M.V. Cape Keystone with LOA 291.9 Mtrs with DWT of
179,250 tonnes berthed at B.16 on 24-03-2021 for discharge of coal for Mangalore Coal Terminal Pvt.
Ltd.(JSW). This is the first cape-size vessel handled at Berth No.16.

No Stoppage of Work: In the FY 2020-21, there was no stoppage of work despite the occurrence
of lockdowns due to COVID-19 outbreak. Even under tremendous distress, the port strived hard to

deliver its duties in maintaining the steady supply chain to the nation.

The port extends its thanks to the customers, officers of Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways,
Board of Trustees, Port Users, Customs Department, District Administration, State Govt, and Railway
Authorities who have extended continuous guidance and support in its activities. The port also wishes
to thank the officers, staff and cargo handling workers for the contribution towards the port’s growth

and functioning during this difficult financial year.

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TRAFFIC DEPARTMENT

Traffic Performance for the FY 2020-21

The Port during the fiscal year 2020-21 handled a throughput of 36.50 million tonnes as against 39.14
million tonnes handled in 2019-20 registering -6.76% variation over the last year. The unloaded traffic
during the year 2020-21 is 27.89 million tonnes as against 29.26 million tonnes in the previous year. Out
of 27.89 million tonnes unloaded traffic, the overseas traffic is 20.38 million tonnes and coastal traffic is
7.51 million tonnes. The loaded traffic during the year is 8.61 million tonnes as against 9.88 million tonnes
in the previous year. Out of 8.61 million tonnes loaded traffic, the overseas traffic is 5.45 million tonnes
and the coastal traffic is 3.16 million tonnes.

Shipping

The number of vessels of all types sailed out of the Port during 2020-21 is 1267 as against 1392
vessels sailed out in the previous year. The total NRT of the vessels sailed is 17.85 million tonnes, GRT is

35.41 million tonnes and DWT is 57.88 million tonnes.
Container Traffic

The container traffic in terms of TEU handled at the Port in the year 2020-21 shows variation
of -1.89 over the previous year. During the year 2020-21, total 150,445 TEUs i.e. 22.91 lakh tonnes
of containerized cargo were handled as against 153,351 TEUs i.e. 22.77 lakh tonnes in the previous
year. The number of container vessels handled during 2020-21 is 179 as against 241 vessels handled

in the previous year.

Cruise Traffic

This year, Port has not handled Cruise vessels due to the pandemic.
Efficiency Parameters

Average Pre-berthing delay for the year 2020-21 is 1.05 days as against 1.26 days for the last year.
Average TRT for the year 2020-21 is 45.89 hours as against 45.63 hours for the last year. Av. Output per
berthday for the year 2020-21 is 15,690 tonnes as against 15,774 tonnes for the previous year. Average
output per gang shift for the year 2020-21 is 2,480 tonnes as against 1,419 tonnes for the last year.
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Business Development Activities during the FY 2020-21

Port sponsored the event Karnataka Coastline Business Conclave organized by Federation of
Indian Chamber of Commerce and Industries. The main aim of the program was to develop further
industrial growth in the vast coastline region of Karnataka. With its knowledge and banking base,
the region also has tremendous potential for the IT&BT and other knowledge-based services
and industry. Infrastructure, particularly the connectivity between the hinterlands and production
units and ports play to the strength of the region. The region is also known for its major port at
Mangalore and 12 minor ports. The entire coastal belt as well as the adjacent districts are rich
with mineral and natural resources and hence offer a very good scope for industrial investment.
Chairman, NMPT was the key note speaker during the event and addressed the gathering.
Outstanding Leadership award was presented to the Chairman for establishing Mangaluru as a

gateway to Karnataka.

Maritime India Summit 2021 was held during March 2021 under the leadership of the honorable
Minister for Ports, Shipping and Waterways which has seen a massive participation from the
shipping fraternity around the globe. As per the directions of the Ministry, several road shows
were organized by the port to create awareness towards the event among the stakeholders and
for maximum participation. Chairman addressed the stakeholders during the road show. MOUs
amounting Rs. 2432 crores were signed by the Port Trust with different stakeholders during the

event.

Port sponsored SATTE GenX, the premium travel and tourism virtual exhibition held in the
month of October 2020 with the support from the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways,
Govt of India. The exhibition first of its kind during the pandemic scenario and witnessed the
visitors from Europe, USA, Middle East and Asian region. The cruise tourism is hit the hardest
due to the COVID-19. Popular cruising destinations across the world are gearing up to restart
cruise activities. And, this virtual exhibition was a great opportunity for the port to establish itself

as a cruising destination.

A CFS in port vicinity is the need of the hour with the continual growth in containerized cargo.
The facility would also bring the less container load cargo which can be aggregated and shipped
to required destinations. Central Ware Housing Corporation is having the godown for storing the
cargo in port premises and interested to establish CFS facility with the required funds and hands
on experience. An MOU was signed during the Maritime India Summit 2021 for establishing the
CFS facility.
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A meeting with Principle Chief Commercial Manager-Indian Railways was held to discuss the
discounts to be extended for transporting Coal, Limestone and Steel Coil by JSW group and issue
of double freight in ghat section. The officer expressed the limitations in considering our requests

due to existing commercial practices by the railways.

Port has the unutilized land which could fetch the additional revenue. The available land was
showcased to many potential industries like cement plant, edible oil plants, bitumen storage, CFS

facility etc. The proposals are in different stages.

Several online meetings were held with the coal and container stakeholders. During the pandemic
situation, the cargo was not evacuated to the plants due to lock down prevailing and after effects of
it. Continuous coordination was carried out to evacuate the cargo in a phased manner. Additional

storage spaces were allotted to store the EXIM cargo.

Coffee is one of the main cargoes exported through containers from the port. Post lock down
scenario, the industry was facing the shortage of food grade empty containers. The concern was
raised by the Coffee Board of India. We had meetings with container main line operators to ease

the situation and continue the coffee export through the port.

Several meetings were held with officials of Union Territory of Lakshadweep Authorities to
discuss about using NMPT for loading of the cargo to Lakshadweep Islands. Port has agreed to
provide the required land for stacking of the cargo and required infrastructure for the same. Port

has also offered 1-2 berths on captive basis. The cargo operations would commence soon.

The oil terminal berths are congested due to increased number of small vessels. To decongest
the berths, MRPL was requested to accommodate OMPL vessels at Berth Number 10 and 11. In
principle MRPL has agreed for the same.

Food products constitute major volume of cargo in container imports and exports through the
port. A committee for food products in containers was formed, headed by the Traffic Manager and
members representing Indian Gherkin Exporters Association, Karnataka Cashew Manufactures
Association, Cashew Export Promotion Council, CHA Association and Customs officials. The
committee would meet regularly to discuss the issues faced by the stakeholders and address them

in time.

Arecanut is one of the major cargoes in Karnataka. Gujarat is one of the largest markets for the
processed arecanut. Around 10,000 tonnes of cargo is moved by road. Discussion among the

stakeholders is in progress to convert it to the coastal mode.

EN—
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e LPG in tankers is moved to many parts of Kerala state from Mangalore by road. In line with the
Ministry’s initiative and to reduce the traffic on road leading to lesser accidents, a proposal to
move the LPG tanker by RO-RO was presented to the stakeholders is under discussion and to be

realized soon.

e In detail discussions held with Hassan Mangalore Railway Development Corporation to convert
the movement of cargo from road to rail. Later meeting was held with coal importers of Bellary
and Hospet region for their feedback. With the difference in road and rail freight and lack of rail

sidings makes it the limitation to shift the cargo from road to rail.

Cargo Handling Workers

The Regd. Cargo Handling Workers at this Port were being managed by the erstwhile N.M.P Listed
Workers Managing Committee under the private set up till 14-03-1990. The management of these Regd.
Cargo Handling Workers were taken over by New Mangalore Port Trust w.e.f. 15.03.1990 under a Scheme
called “New Mangalore Port Cargo Handling Workers (Regulation of Employment) Scheme 1990”
which was framed and approved by the Port Trust Board. The present scheme provides for elaborate
procedure for Management of Cargo Handling Workers including recruitment, reservation, working

conditions and disciplinary procedure.

The present strength of the workers under the Scheme as on 31-03-2021 as against 31-03-2020 is

furnished below:

As far as Dock Safety Training is concerned, in total 48 Regd. Cargo Handling Workers were imparted
Training in 2 batches during 2020-2021.

Safety

The New Mangalore Port Trust is committed to provide Safe and cost effective services related
to the seaport facilities meeting applicable statutory and Regulatory requirements in the Port and the
management is committed to implementation of the Health and Safety Policy. The Port follows the Safety
committee Management System, wherein the Safety at the Port is managed by the Port Safety Management

committee.

NMPT abides by all the applicable statutory rules and regulations. The safety at Docks area is as per the
guidelines laid in the Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare) Act 1986 and the Dock Workers (Safety,
Health and Welfare Regulations) 1990 framed under the Act. The said Act and Regulations are framed
to protect the workmen from industrial accidents and occupational diseases. The Act is administered by
the Ministry of Labor and Employment through the DGFASLI, Director General of Factories and Advice

Services and Labor Institute and the same is enforced in the ports by the Inspectorate of Dock Safety.
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The Health and Safety has primary importance in all activities of the Port, whether at land or at sea
and the Port strives to achieve best safety practices in all its operations. The safety management system
is monitored, reviewed, benchmarked and audited on a periodic basis. The SOPs are prepared for all the

cargo handling operations and the port users are advised to adhere and comply to the SOPs.

There are NIL cases of major reportable accidents during the cargo handling operations or any cases
of occupational diseases. However, three Nos. of Dangerous Occurrences have been reported in the year
2020-2021. The Management, HoDs and all officers are all concerned about safety and there is proactive

and positive attitude towards safety in the Port.

Any near misses, Dangerous occurrences and incidents are investigated. The Port safety Committee
meetings are being regularly conducted, every quarterly. The schedule for medical examination of
workers is strictly followed and all workers are subjected to undergo the annual medical examination at
the occupational health centre of the port. The medical examination is carried out by the AFIH qualified
Sr. Medical Officer of the port. Also, on the job training and training on safety aspects are regularly
imparted to the workers. The dock workers are provided with necessary safety gadgets / personal protective
equipments (PPEs) like Safety helmets, gloves, safety shoes, goggles, dust masks and reflective safety

vests are being provided to the signal man.

The on site mock drills are regularly conducted and the short comings are reviewed. NMPT also
actively participates in the Off site emergency mock drill conducted by the D.K. Dist. Disaster Management
team, the Mutual Aid members and neighboring industries. The Accident Prevention Plan for the port is
prepared and submitted to DGFASLI.

The liquid cargo being the major cargo handled at NMPT, the best fire fighting systems are provided at
the jetty as per the OISD guidelines and regular audits of the oil jetties are carried out by OISD and PESO.
The Port has a proactive approach towards Safety and undertakes periodical and timely maintenance of the
Fire fighting systems. The safety of Pipelines is also given utmost importance and the same are monitored
regularly. The Captive Port users, PPP and BOT operators are also advised to strictly comply with the

safety requirements of the port and to carry out Safety audit of their facilities regularly.

In compliance to the Regulation No. 111 of the Dock Workers (S,H&W) Regulations 1990, all the
RCH workers are imparted with training on safety in material handling and skill required for performing
their duties and also the annual medical examination is carried out for all the RCH workers as per the
Regulation No. 107 of the Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare) Regulations 1990.
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ENGINEERING DEPARTMENTS

The Engineering Departments form the backbone of the ports. The quality of the infrastructure

determines the progress of the trade and by extension the economic development of our Nation. It is

the prime responsibility of the port to develop the infrastructure at hand to facilitate the requirements

of the trade. The Engineering Departments of New Mangalore Port have been working hard to improve

the infrastructure. The Engineering Departments are divided into 1) Civil Engineering Department and

2) Mechanical Engineering Department (also encompassing the Electrical engineering Department).

Shipping movements are carried out round the clock throughout the year including monsoon period.

Vessels drawing upto 14.0 mtr draft are handled at various berths.

The total number of movements carried out from 01.04.2020 to 31.03.2021 is 3357 without any delay

to the vessels.

Taking advantage of tide, higher draft and Dead weight vessels are handled for import/export of larger

parcel of cargo with existing facility.
VLCCs are handled at SPM without any delay.

All port crafts are well maintained in compliance with the requirements of statutory authority as well
as the classification society as a result, the department manages to carry out all shipping movements
without any interruption or delays. Thus ensuring quick turnaround time of vessels calling at New

Mangalore Port.
Water front area patrolled on 24x7 basis by high speed security boats.
Availability and utilization of port crafts are maintained well within RFD target.

Recognizable reduction in OT hours is evident by implementing 3 shifts duty roster and managing

roster as per requirement.
Vessel related documents are carried out online and no manual intervention is required.

In a swift operation of Port Fire staff of the Marine Department, established the source of fire and
extinguished the Coal fire which broke out near Berth No.15 on 10.05.2020 and grass fire near over
bridge area of Baikampady on 11.05.2020. This in time and bravery action of Port fire service of
Marine Department was not only helpful to cease the fire to spread to other parts but also saved a large

value of property.

On the occasion of Independence Day Shri Srinath Pallayil, Sr.Dy. ME, Shri Bhaskar Uppar, Fire
Officer and Dr. Roopashree, Dy. Manager (Envt, Protection & Pollution Control) were honored with

Citation awards for the exemplary services rendered during the COVID -19 Pandemic situation.

The SPM cargo has a significant input in achieving ports yearly projected target assigned by the
Ministry. In the year 2020-21 SPM cargo contribution was about 25% to the ports total.

This year 2020, post monsoon, as a positive initiative, Marine Department handled the First SPM
vessel as early as 13.09.2020 taking all safe practices into account in the endeavour to achieve the
target set by the Ministry. Similarly, in the pre monsoon season, the Marine Department could complete
all the assigned SPM vessels with efficient planning, execution, monitoring, to complete all the SPM
vessels assigned by ISPRL for discharging at SPM and could complete the same in time in-spite of

restrictions due to COVID — 19 situation and adverse weather conditions.

Every year during monsoon period, the monsoon dredging used to be carried out incurring huge
expenditure to the Port. With the initiatives and guidance of the Chairman, NMPT, the monsoon

dredging was not undertaken. It will also help us to observe the siltation pattern for future planning.
During the previous years in spite of monsoon dredging the draft was seen to be reduced from 14 mtrs
to 13 - 12.7 mtrs (at some cases, which is seen from past records). However, this year 2020 without
monsoon dredging the Marine Department has handled vessels of 13.5 mitrs, in the interest of the Port
and the Country. Hence the reduction in draft is only 50 cms, (comparing to more than 1 mtr in the

previous years). Hence, the net increase in the cargo is as below:

The maiden Ship to Ship (STS) operation carried out on 29.09.2020 at New Mangalore Port Trust
involving Indian Naval vessel INS Aditya and MT Harmony. The Complete operation was successfully
carried out by the team of Marine Department. Ship to Ship operation requires well planning and
timely operation involving precise manoeuvres to berth two vessels alongside each other for cargo
transfer with zero tolerance and with no margin for any errors. Moreover, this operation was involving
Indian war ship where the responsibility of the Marine Department and the Marine Pilots, who also
oversees the cargo operations, enhanced many fold. The dedicated team of this department continues

to achieve new milestones under the leadership of dynamic Chairman.

In spite of delayed commencement of post monsoon dredging and slow progress, with various
operational constraints and practical problems M.V. MYRTO drawing 13.75 mtr draft and vessel
KMAX RULER drawing 13.88 mtr draft were berthed at B.No.16 on 08-12-2020 and 10-12-2020

respectively.

A fire call was received by Fire Service Division of Marine Department at 1930 hours on 08-01-2021,
informing fire at Baikampady Industrial area. On receiving the fire call, the Fire Service Division of
Marine Department took turnout immediately for the area and the fire was controlled and extinguished

in a professional manner.

In this regard, the Managing Director of M/s. Lamina Suspension Products Ltd., Mangalore has
expressed gratitude for the prompt service extended by New Mangalore Port to control the fire at their

Factory at Baikampady.

It was also informed by the Managing Director that the timely help extended by Fire Service of New
Mangalore Port has greatly helped them to minimize the damages, otherwise the company would

have affected both in terms of financially and effectively the services of their workmen.
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Pollution Control Cell:

The Pollution Control cell of the port is working on 24x7 basis to prevent and combat Oil spillage in

the Port water for which port is equipped with oil spill equipment as per the NOS-DCP
*  The water front and port waters are daily inspected and maintained pollution free

* The port reception facility provide service to the visiting ship complying the latest International
requirement & DG Shipping Guidelines.

* In New Mangalore Port the Oil Spill Contingent plan approved by the Nodal agency, Indian Coast
Guard is in place.

*  Regular training and mock drills for taking prompt action to mitigate and combat any pollution in the

port waters are carried out.

Navigational aids:
Port is provided with adequate Navigational aids required for round the clock navigation.

1. The length of the Port’s approach channel is 7.5 kms which is adequately marked with 13 nos.
solar powered channel marker buoys placed at an interval of 1200 mtrs apart from the fairway
buoy thus facilitating safe navigation round the clock.

2. There are three leading light towers ashore in line with the center of the approach channel. On the

southern and northern extremity of the channel, 2 nos. each toe line lights are positioned.

3. Vessels Traffic System of New Mangalore Port is manned 24x7 and is used as an aid to navigation.
It is also used to keep watch on the vessels in the vicinity.

Marine Survey:

Hydrographic Surveys of the Channel and inner harbour including all berths are carried out regularly
by means of ‘Echo-sounding and Lead line sounding methods’ through outsourced survey agency. Pre
& Post joint surveys of maintenance dredging are carried out by the surveyors of dredging contractor
along with the Port surveyors and surveyors of the third party surveyors engaged by Civil Engineering
Department. In addition, positions of the buoys are also monitored with the help of DGPS system.
Hydrographic Surveys of the Port area has been outsourced for 3 years w.e.f April 2020.

NMPT maintains a full-fledged fire fighting unit with two fire stations, one at the Main/ Wharf Fire
station and the second at the Oil Jetty / Oil Terminal Fire Station.

The Port has three (2 owned and 1 hired) fire tenders fitted with water, foam and Dry Chemical
Powder System.

The Port Fire Services is manned by well trained personnel headed by Fire Officer.

The Marine Engineering Division operates and maintains 01 Tug, 02 Pilot Launches and 03 Mooring

Launches. 01 No. tug owned by the port is outsourced for operation and maintenance. Apart from these
vessels owned by the Port, the Division has 03 Nos. hired Tugs & 01 No. hired Pilot Launch for the

Port operations. All these vessels are well maintained in compliance with the requirements of Statutory

Authorities and as a result, the department manages to carry out all shipping movements without any

interruption or delays. Besides, all these vessels are also kept standby for any exigencies such as fire,

pollution etc. round the clock.

NMPT provided food/refreshment at concessional rates to the employees through a Canteen run by a group
of employees in the Wharf area registered under the Co-Operative Societies Act. The Port Management
grants subsidy to the Co-operative Canteen so as to enable them to provide food at concessional rates to

the Port employees.

Further, Canteen services at Cafeteria of NMPT at AO building has been outsourced/awarded to M/s
Annapurna Catering Services, Mumbai and providing Direct Benefit Transfer of Rs.500/- per month
instead of providing subsidise food to Class III & I'V regular employees of NMPT working in AO Building
premises including Stores, Auto Garage, Electrical Sub-Division I & II, RCHW Office, Pump House &
Hospital expect those working and posted in Harbour (Wharf).

NMPT has also constituted committees to address various other issues both internal and external concerning
the Port.

2. Employees (Family Security) Regulation 1987-Advisory Committee.

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4. “Internal Complaints Committee” under “The Sexual Harassment of women at workplace (Prevention,
prohibition, Redressal) Act 2013

5. NMPT Standing Committee.
6. Port Working Committee.

7. Sports & Cultural Committee.

N.M.P.T. COLONY:

In NMPT there are a total 721 residential units in the colony. Quarters are allotted to the employees of
NMPT, RCHW and CISF Personnel. The surplus quarters have also been allotted to the staff of other
Departments viz, Police, Resident Audit Office, Kendriya Vidyalaya No.1, NMPT School, MESCOM,
Coast Guard, Inspectorate of Dock Safety, KIOCL, P.H.O., Post Office, Contract/Outsourced staff,
Apprenticeship Trainee, Staff who have been associated with the Port. In the colony, amenities like
Auditorium, Gymkhana, Outdoor Stadium, Recreation Club, Hospital, Market Complex, Children Park,
Schools, Cable T.V. Network etc. are provided.

APPRENTICE TRAINING:

This Port has been imparting Training under Apprenticeship Act 1961 to the ITI trained Electricians,
Fitter, COPA and Mechanic in R&AC, Graduate Engineers & Diploma holders in Mechanical/ Electrical/
Civil and Computer Science Engineering as well as Diploma holders in Commercial Practice. During the

year 2020-21 the Port had engaged 14 candidates for Apprenticeship Training.

TRAINING:

The areas/officials requiring initial Training of upgradation are identified and training is conducted through
on-site training programme at NMPT. Trainings are also imparted at various venues outside the campus
(outstation) with a view to improve the quality of service and to develop skills. During the year 2020-21
a total of 88 Officers/officials were given in-house training at NMPT apart from 19 Officers who were

deputed for online (outstation) training.

EDUCATION:

The Port running an English Medium School upto 10th Standard for the children of the Port Employees
and Dock workers. The School is being run through New Mangalore Port Educational Society. The Port

had incurred an expenditure of Rs.2.7 crores on the School during the year 2020-21. Besides, there is also
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a Kannada Medium Higher Primary School (upto 7th standard), run by the State Government in the Port
Premises. The Port has provided a building to run this School in the staff colony. The Port hires buses on
contract basis for transportation of children to school and back at subsidized rates. Besides, one 30 seater
departmental mini bus is also used to transport the School children. Children Education allowance is also
being paid at maximum limit of Rs. 27,000/- per child upto a maximum of 2 children in an academic year

as provided in WRC settlement to the children of Port Employees.

SPORTS & CULTURAL ACTIVITIES :

As a part of Sports activities for the year 2020-21; Due to COVID-19 Pandemic the Major port events
have not taken place. As per the instruction of Ministry, only the “Yoga Day’ was conducted in NMPT by

performing Yoga individually at respective places.
Implementation of Official Language Policy of the Union:

Official Language Implementation Committee (OLIC) :

The periodical meetings of Official Language Implementation Committee (OLIC) of the Port is being
convened regularly. Chairman, NMPT being the Chairperson of the committee reviews and monitors the

progress of compliance with the O.L. provisions and proposes measures for further improvement.

Hindi Training:

In-service training in Hindi language is being imparted to the Port employees. Employees were nominated
for Hindi Language training courses viz. Hindi Prabodh, Praveen, Pragya & Parangath during the year and

the classes were conducted online due to the outbreak of COVID-19 pandemic.

Incentive Schemes:

The incentive scheme to motivate and encourage the employees to write original noting/drafting in
Hindi in their official work is in force. Interactive programmes/ competitions in Hindi were conducted to
maintain congenial usage of Hindi language. The Departments & Sections of the Port that are doing well

in implementing Hindi were distributed with “Inter-departmental Rajbhasha Shield”.

Literature regarding Rajbhasha Hindi:

Various Hindi Magazines/Story books/Novels/Dictionaries are made available in the Port Library for

reading in order to enrich/update the vocabulary of the employees.
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Conduct of Hindi Pakhwada (Fortnight):

The Port celebrated Hindi Day & the Day of Linguistic Harmony amongst Indian Languages on 23.09.2020.
On account of the said celebration, 07 Hindi competitions were conducted to encourage Officers/officials
of the port following COVID-19 rules. During valedictory function, the winners of Hindi competitions,
Officers/officials who originally write noting & drafting in Hindi were awarded with cash/consolation
prizes by the Chairman. For the progressive use of Hindi in the day-to-day official work the Departments
of the Port were awarded with Inter-departmental O.L. Shield. On this occasion, a Hindi message was

released by the Chairman, which was circulated among all the Officers/Employees.

Hindi Publication:

Administration Report & Annual Accounts of the Port are published bilingually and “Jal Tarang” Hindi
in-house Magazine is published regularly.

Hindi Workshop:

03 Hindi Workshops are organized in the Port to train and create positive environment for the use of
Rajbhasha Hindi in day-to-day official work.

Initiative:

To generate positive working environment in Hindi amongst Port Officers/ Employees “word of the day”
is displayed on LED monitors on both the entrance gate of the Administration building.

Visit of VIPs:

VIPs have not visited the Port during the year 2020-21 due to COVID-19 Pandemic.

VIGILANCE DEPARTMENT

Vigilance Department of the Port is headed by Chief Vigilance Officer (CVO). Shri. Deepak Chaturvedi,
ITS, CVO of SCI, Mumbai is presently holding additional charge of CVO, New Mangalore Port Trust
(NMPT). The Vigilance Department has been giving emphasis on preventive aspects of Vigilance and has
taken a number of steps for systemic improvement. This helped in increasing transparency and minimizing

corruption in the organization. The Computerization in the Port is also a step forward in this direction.
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Vide CVC’s letter No. 012/VGL/053/449880 dated 11.03.2020, the Competent Authority, NMPT has
appointed Shri. Prem Chand Pankaj, Ex-CMD, NEEPCO, as Independent External Monitor (IEM) for
NMPT for a period of three years with effect from 28.05.2020 for implementation of the Integrity Pact in

procurements and contracts.

As part of preventive vigilance, one Intensive examination Three Periodic inspections and Fourteen

surprise inspections were carried out.

Based on the inspections & investigations of complaints, following systemic improvements have been

suggested to the Management.

There is no SOP in place for appointment on deputation in NMPT. The deputation period and the terms
& conditions of absorption shall be clearly mentioned in SOP. The SOP for the direct recruitment of
officials/officers shall be formulated in line with above.

Presently, the appointment of employees on deputation and direct recruitment are being done by
individual department in NMPT. It is observed that the staffs of relevant department dealing with
the recruitment process are not having adequate experience & competency in the process and thus
contributing to the procedural lapses in the appointment on deputation or on direct recruitment. It
is therefore, in order to maintain uniformity in the recruitment process, recommended to entrust the

work of recruitment process to General Administration Department, NMPT.

SOP for the payment of bill for Civil Engineering works has been formulated to ensure transparency
in the contractor’s bills payment & bill payments within specified time frame.

SOP for financial evaluation of Bid in NMPT has been formulated to evaluate the financial capacity
of the bidders and award the works not exceeding the annual financial capacity of any bidder.

The
Chairman highlighted various steps/measures being taken by him after assuming charge at NMPT
and requested all the contractors to join hands with him in maintaining transparency in all sphere
of works. He further, appealed the contractors to strictly adhere to the terms and conditions of the

contract.

Structured review meetings on vigilance matters was held on 09.03.2021 in presence of Shri Deepak
Chaturvedi, ITS, CVO (AC) , chaired by Chairman, NMPT.

The e-office management system including various approval hierarchy for administrative and financial
approvals has been implemented. It has features of work flow automation, storage, retrieval and

tracking. Bill tracking system has been implemented. The IPOMIS system has been upgraded.

In order to facilitate easy access of all vigilance related information, all the circulars issued by CVC,
ministry of shipping and DoPT in respect of tenders and procurement, intensive examination of works,
vigilance and disciplinary proceedings, vigilance clearance, complaints and investigation etc. are
grouped under different categories and made available in NMPT website www.newmangaloreport.
gov.in. The complaint handling policy of NMPT, vigilance manual, CTE manuals and different articles

on vigilance are also made available on NMPT website.
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MEDICAL DEPARTMENT

The Port Trust Hospital is a 50 bedded Hospital operating with 22 beds that caters to the Medical needs of
the Port Trust Employees/Retirees/ Dock workers/ CISF Unit and their dependents, at a free of cost and
also caters medical services for Central School, NMPT School, Coast Guard, Radio wind observatory,
Customs and contract laborers of various agencies operating within the Port area on paying nominal

charges.

Human Resources:

The Chief Medical Officer (Stat) is the Head of the Medical Department. One Deputy Chief Medical
Officer (GD),Two Senior Medical Officers(GD),Five Medical Officers on Contract, Four Ministerial
Staff, Eleven Paramedical Staff(Regular), Fifty one Paramedical Staff on Contract and Seven Data Entry
Operators on Contract are engaged in the service of the Port Trust Hospital for providing round the clock

services including three ambulance facilities.

Services provided by the PTH from 01.4.2020 to 31.03.2021
Consultant Services:

In addition to the above, Port Trust Hospital has empanelled 38 Part time visiting consultants of various

fields of specialty including Ayurveda and Homeopathy.

Referral Hospital Services:

The Port has empanelled 11 reputed Specialty & Super Specialty Hospitals in and round Mangalore &

Bangalore for medical facilities which are not available in the Port Trust Hospital.

Pharmacy:

Medical Department procures and stocks medicines, surgical consumables through tendering and generic
medicines through the authorized Distributor of Janaushadhi. Further Medical Department has empanelled
one Allopathic Medical Shop through tendering process, for supply of Allopathic Medicines which are
not available at Port Trust Hospital @ rebate rate 17.50% on Branded Medicines and 30% on Generic

Medicines.
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Clinical Laboratory Services:

*  The fully Automated Computerized Clinical Laboratory is functioning from 7.00 a.m to 7.00 p.m on
all working days.

*  Medical Department has empanelled approved referral hospitals for providing Laboratory and Special
investigations which are not available at PTH for NMPT outpatients on credit basis at CGHS Rates.

Ultra sonogram/Echocardiogram Services:

Medical Department has Ultra sonogram, Colour Doppler and Echocardiogram facilities. The service

statistics for above specified period is 14614 and 1556 Tests.

First Aid Center:

First Aid Centre is manned 24 hours at Berth No.l, wharf area. First Aid services are provided to the
injured and needy at work site in wharf area. Different sections have also been provided with First Aid
Boxes in various locations with dressing materials, ointments and general medicines.

Service Statistics:

26,786 outpatients were treated in Port Trust Hospital. 525 patients were referred to approved referral
hospitals for treatment as in-patients. 1466 outpatients have availed investigations and other facilities
at the approved referral hospitals

Operation Theatre:

Port Trust Hospital has a well equipped functioning Operation Theatre, which is closed due to Covid-19
Pandemic.

Physiotherapy Unit:

Port Trust Hospital also has a Physiotherapy Unit to render physiotherapy services to the patients and 1605
patients availed this facility during the period.

Measures taken by Medical Department to tackle COVID-19 Pandemic:

A COVID-19 Corner & Help Desk, Triage, Nomination of Nodal Officer for COVID-19, Maintenance

of register for recording the patients with cold, fever, cough etc., Health Education to all Para-medical
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staff and Port employees, engagement of five Duty Doctors on short term contract, Procurement of

PPEs, alcohol based hand sanitizers, medicines, Hospital equipment.

* 10 bedded quarantine/Isolation ward with ICU unit at NMPT training centre building commissioned
on 28.07.2020 providing isolation care to 25 COVID positive cases till November, 2020.

* Rapid Antigen Test (RAT) was conducted at NMPT premises from 12.09.2020 to 14.09.2020 for the

benefit of Port employees, outsourced employees and Dock Workers as also residents of Port Colony.

* In the interest of the public health, NMPT, in coordination with the District Administration- Ministry
of Health & Family Welfare conducted Rapid Antigen Test (RAT) of all the employees and outsourced
employees. Further, District Health Authorities had also provided additional provision to conduct RT-
PCR test along with the existing RAT, in a single sitting for all the participants with Flu symptoms.
The total test conducted under RAT and RT-PCR numbers to 2276 & 256 respectively.

* The total Positive cases reported for COVID-19 in NMPT numbers to 176, which consist of 59
employees, 23 dependants, 5 Retirees and 81 others. All the symptomatic cases with co-morbidities
were referred to the NMPT referral Hospitals and those without symptoms were treated under home

isolation/ NMPT Isolation Centre. One death of dependant was reported.

*  Asper Ministry’s direction, NMPT opened Pradhan mantri Bharatiya Janushadhi Pariyojana (PMBIJP)
Kendra at NMPT Market complex on 26.01.2021 for providing quality medicine at affordable rates
for the use of NMPT employees and general public residing in and around Panambur. The PMBJP
Kendra is operated by Medical Department of NMPT.
