The Mangalore Harbour Project was started in 1962 and the first stage development was completed in May 1974. New
Mangalore Port was declared as the 9th Major Port on 4th May 1974 and it was formally inaugurated on 11th January
1975. Till 31.03.1980, both the project and the Port were centrally administered by the Government of India. On
01.04.1980, the Port Trust Board was set up under the Major Port Trusts Act, 1963. The Port is a modern all-weather
Port situated at Panambur, Mangalore (Karnataka State in South India) on the West Coast of India, 170 nautical miles
South of Mormugao and 191 nautical miles North of Cochin Port. New Mangalore Port Trust has now been notified as
New Mangalore Port Authority w.e.f. 03-11-2021 under the Major Port Authorities Act, 2021.

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CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
FY 2021-22

The financial year 2021-22 has witnessed exponential growth in all the fields, be it in traffic
or finance. Despite the lull in traffic due to the aftermath of the pandemic over the last two years,
we could come out of the challenges and achieved 7.66% growth in traffic throughput in 2021-22
by handling 39.30 Million tonnes as against 36.50 Million tonnes handled in the previous year
2020-21.

The improvements were observed in handling of POL Crude, POL Products, Coal, Machinery,
Petrochemicals and Containers. Coal imports have registered 18.29% and Crude Oil by 2.33%
growth over previous year.

The efficiency of the port, gauged through port performance indicators was more or less
equaling the previous year’s performance. Average TRT for the year 2021-22 was 45.99 hours as
against 45.89 hours in the year 2020-21. Average Output per berthday for the year 2021-22 was
16,465 tonnes as against 15,690 tonnes in the previous year. Average Pre-berthing delay for the
year 2021-22 was 1.19 days as against 1.05 days in 2020-21.

The overall financial position of the Port continued to be comfortable. The Net Surplus
[before taxes] of the Port during the financial year 2021-22 is Rs.281Crores as against Rs.216.09
Crores in the previous year. The Port reduced the operating expenditure from Rs.261.69 Crores
in the year 2020-21 to Rs.260.24 Crores in the year 2021-22. Operating Income has increased
to Rs. 644.86 Crores from Rs. 595.64 Crores of 2020-21, which is the highest ever achieved in
the history of the Port. The operating ratio stood at 40.36% as against 43.93% of 2020-21, which
is on par with corporate ports.

* Highest parcel size of 1,13,642 metric tonnes of steam coal handled at B.No.16 for
Mangalore Coal Terminal Pvt. Ltd.(JSW) -M.V. GREAT QIN which berthed at B.N0.16 on
10-5--2021. This is the highest parcel ever handled at the berths of the port surpassing

launched by Indian Navy.

* As part of the fight against the pandemic, the port has organized free vaccination camp
for general public in addition to the employees and dependents. The process is still
going on. So far 16,000 beneficiaries have utilised this facility as on 31-03-2022.

* New Mangalore Port has bagged First Prize for outstanding performance in the
implementation of the Official Language Policy of the Union for the year 2020-21 from
the Town Official Language Implementation Committee(TOLIC) — Mangalore.

Traffic Performance for the FY 2021-22 :

The Port during the fiscal year 2021-22 handled a throughput of 39.30 million tonnes as against
36.50 million tonnes handled in 2020-21 registering 7.66% variation over the last year. The unloaded
traffic during the year 2021-22 is 28.46 million tonnes as against 27.89 million tonnes in the previous year.
Out of 28.46 million tonnes unloaded traffic, the overseas traffic is 20.81 million tonnes and coastal traffic
is 7.65 million tonnes. The loaded traffic during the year is 10.84 million tonnes as against 8.61 million
tonnes in the previous year. Out of 10.84 million tonnes loaded traffic, the overseas traffic is 8.59 million
tonnes and the coastal traffic is 2.25 million tonnes.

Shipping

The number of vessels of all types sailed out of the Port during 2021-22 is 1326 as against 1267
vessels sailed out in the previous year. The total NRT of the vessels sailed is 19.20 million tonnes, GRT is
37.75 million tonnes and DWT is 60.99 million tonnes.

Container Traffic

The container traffic handled at the Port in the year 2021-22 shows variation of 1.36% over the
previous year. During the year 2021-22, total 152,484 TEUs i.e. 23.10 lakh tonnes of containerized
cargo were handled as against 150,445 TEUs i.e. 22.91 lakh tonnes in the previous year. The number of
container vessels handled during 2021-22 is 167 as against 179 vessels handled in the previous year.

Cruise Traffic
This year, Port has not handled Cruise vessels due to the pandemic.
Efficiency Parameters

Average Pre-berthing delay for the year 2021-22 is 1.19 days as against 1.05 days for the last year.
Average TRT for the year 2021-22 is 45.99 hours as against 45.89 hours for the last year. Av.Output per
berthday for the year 2021-22 is 16,465 tonnes as against 15,690 tonnes for the previous year. Average
output per gang shift for the year 2021-22 is 2,747 tonnes as against 2,480 tonnes for the last year.
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Business Development Activities during the FY 2021-22

New Mangalore Port Authority (NMPA) signed a Cooperation Agreement with Singapore based
LNG Alliance Pte Ltd to develop a Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) import terminal with an initial
capacity of 4 MMTPA and the potential for expansion up to 8 MMTPA in line with the estimated
demand increase over the next 20 years. The facility will have provision for LNG virtual pipelines
and an LNG bunkering facility. This could also be India’s first dedicated LNG bunkering facility
that would provide LNG as fuel for ships visiting the New Mangalore Port and bunkering shuttles
to the West Coast of India.

If LNG Alliance is the successful bidder when the port invites open tenders for setting up of the
terminal, LNG Alliance intends to invest approximately $ 290 million to develop, construct, and
operate a Floating Storage and Regasification Unit (FSRU) over the next 3 years, and manage
the LNG supply. Several coordination meeting held with the port, LNG Alliance, BCG and Govt.
of Karnataka. The feasibility studies are being carried out at present.

Cargo Success: The team visited the sugar exporters and sugar aggregators in the region of
Maharashtra, Belgaum and Bagalkot in previous financial years. The team also held discussions
with stevedores to address the issues faced by them. This lead to handling of refined sugar and
raw sugar to the tune of 2.56 lakh tones in the financial year 2021-22.

The team visited bitumen importers and held meetings with them. Required infrastructure was
allotted by the department and necessary clearances were provided to handle bitumen in the
port. This led to constant increase of bitumen cargo and port handled 2.99 lakh tones of cargo
in the financial year 2021-22 with annual growth of 45%.

Port has the unutilized land which could fetch the additional revenue. The available land was
showcased to many potential industries like cement plant, edible oil plants, bitumen storage,
CFS facility etc. The proposals are in different stages.

An MOU was signed with Central Warehousing Corporation (CWC) during the Maritime India
Summit 2021 for establishing the CFS facility in port premises. Port held meetings with Sagramala
Development Company Ltd and CWC to decide on various models to be adopted in establishing
the required infrastructure. Port has proposed the suitable land parcel to establish the CFS.

Post lockdown scenario, the industries were facing the shortage of empty containers and
increased ocean freight for many commodities. The concern was raised by the EXIM trade in
the hinterland. Port conducted meetings with container main line operators, container handling
agents to ease the situation and continue with increased exports through the port.

Discussions held with Southern Railway officials of Palakkad division to extend the possible
concessions to different cargo which would help in diverting the cargo from road to rail thereby
increased revenue to railways. Also several existing issues with the stakeholders were discussed
and were promised to be resolved on priority.

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Participation in Exporter’s conclave at Udupi organized by District industries Center. The
programme was attended by existing & new exporters whose queries with regard to exports
through the port were answered during the interactive meeting.

As a part of the Ministry’s initiative to reduce logistics costs in the country, the port organized
a virtual workshop with the stakeholders to find ways of improving coastal shipping, and to
understand specific issues hindering the growth of coastal shipping, their impact, and possible
interventions from governmental/non-governmental stakeholders. The workshop showcased the
benefits of coastal shipping with respect to cost environment, time saving and safety aspects.
Many new companies promised to explore the coastal shipping and to shift from existing routes
to coastal shipping at the earliest.

A virtual discussion was held with District Industries Center, Federation of Karnataka Chambers of
Commerce and Industry, Visvesvaraya Trade Promotion Centre, Confederation of Industries and
Kanara Chambers of Commerce and Industry to discuss about the plug and play infrastructure
to be developed at port’s land.

Connectivity remains as a challenge in connecting the hinterland to New Mangalore Port. Port
has requested the industry bodies to take up the project of Mangalore Bangalore Industrial
Corridor (MBIC) project at the appropriate levels which would help in reducing the travel time &
cost and thereby the boosting the industries to become more competitive.

An idea was conceived to handle edible oil at UPCL facility in Berth Number 15. Presently Berth
number 15 is underutilized. The proposal would help in handling more cargo at less time and
increased productivity. Several meetings with stakeholders and UPCL were held to facilitate
handling of deep draft edible oil vessels.

Karnataka is among the top states for exports in India. In last financial year (2021-22), Karnataka
ranked 4th in merchandise exports and maintained its leadership in services exports. To continue
this upward trajectory and to align with the Hon’ble Prime Minister’s vision of achieving $ 400
billion of exports in the current fiscal, the State understands the importance of facilitation and
regular interactions with the exporter's community to gain a deeper understanding of the issues
and challenges in the export ecosystem in Karnataka. Port participated in an “Exporter Interaction”
organized by VTPC with Dr Murugesh R Nirani, Hon’ble Minister of Large and Medium Scale
Industries, Government of Karnataka.

Participation in District Level Export Promotion Committee organized by DIC at Udupi. The team
answered the queries of the exporters during the event.

An interaction meeting held with Dr. K.G. Jagadeesha, IAS, Chief Executive Officer & Secretary
of the Coffee Board. Issues faced by the coffee exporters were discussed during the meeting in
presence of main line operators and container handling agents.

Workers Managing Committee under the private set up till 14-03-1990. The management of these Regd.
Cargo Handling Workers were taken over by New Mangalore Port Authority w.e.f. 15.03.1990 under a
Scheme called “New Mangalore Port Cargo Handling Workers (Regulation of Employment) Scheme
1990” which was framed and approved by the Port Authority Board. The present scheme provides for
elaborate procedure for Management of Cargo Handling Workers including recruitment, reservation,
working conditions and disciplinary procedure.

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During the year 2021-2022, 14 workers were retired on attaining superannuation, 08 workers & 2
staffs were retired on SVRS and 01 worker had expired.

As far as Dock Safety Training is concerned, 38 Regd. Cargo Handling Workers were imparted
Training in 2 batches during 2021-2022.

Safety

The New Mangalore Port Authority is committed to provide Safe and cost effective services related
to the seaport facilities meeting applicable statutory and Regulatory requirements in the Port and the
management is committed to implementation of the Health and Safety Policy. The Port follows the
Safety committee Management System, wherein the Safety at the Port is managed by the Port Safety
Management committee.

NMPA abides by all the applicable statutory rules and regulations . The safety at Docks area is
as per the guidelines laid in the Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare ) Act 1986 and the Dock
Workers ( Safety, Health and Welfare Regulations) 1990 framed under the Act. The said Act and
Regulations are framed to protect the workmen from industrial accidents and occupational diseases.
The Act is administered by the Ministry of Labor and Employment through the DGFASLI , Director
General of Factories and Advice Services and Labor Institute and the same is enforced in the ports by
the Inspectorate of Dock Safety .

The Health and Safety has primary importance in all activities of the Port, whether at land or at sea
and the Port strives to achieve best safety practices in all its operations. The safety management system
is monitored, reviewed, benchmarked and audited on a periodic basis. The SOPs are prepared for all the
cargo handling operations and the port users are advised to adhere and comply to the SOPs.

There are NIL case of major reportable accidents during the cargo handling operations or any
cases of reportable occupational diseases reported. However , three Nos. of Dangerous Occurrences
have been reported in the year 2021- 2022. The Management, HoDs and officers are all concerned about
safety and there is proactive and positive attitude towards safety in the Port.

Any near misses, Dangerous occurrences and incidents are investigated. The Port safety Committee
meetings are being regularly conducted , every quarterly. The schedule for medical examination of
workers is strictly followed and all workers are subjected to undergo the annual medical examination at
the occupational health centre of the port . The medical examination is carried out by the AFIH qualified Sr.
Medical Officer of the port. Also, On the job training and training on safety aspects are regularly imparted
to the workers. The dock workers are provided with necessary safety gadgets / personal protective
equipments (PPEs) like the Safety helmets, gloves, safety shoes, goggles, dust masks and reflective
safety vests are being provided to the signal man.

The on-site mock drills are regularly conducted and the short comings are reviewed. NMPA also
actively participates in the Off-site emergency mock drill conducted by the D.K. Dist. Disaster Management
team, the Mutual Aid members and neighboring industries. The liquid cargo being the major cargo
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handled at NMPA, the fire fighting systems are provided at the jetty as per the OISD guidelines and
regular audits of the oil jetties are carried out by OISD, PESO, OCIMF. The Port has a proactive approach
towards Safety and undertakes periodical and timely maintenance of the Fire fighting systems. The safety
of Pipelines is also given at most importance and the same are monitored regularly. The Captive Port
users, PPP and BOT operators are also advised to strictly comply with the safety requirements of the port
and to carry out Safety audit of their facilities regularly.

In compliance to the Regulation No 111 of the Dock Workers (S,H&W) Regulations 1990, All the
RCH workers are imparted with training on safety in material handling and skill required for performing
their duties and also the annual medical examination is carried out for all the RCH workers as per the
Regulation No. 107 of the Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare) Regulations 1990. 120 Nos. of
drivers and Casual workers are imparted with Safety Training on behalf of Azadi Ke Amrut Mahotsav.

ENGINEERING DEPARTMENTS

The Engineering Departments form the backbone of the ports. The quality of the infrastructure
determines the progress of the trade and by extension the economic development of our Nation. It is
the prime responsibility of the port to develop the infrastructure at hand to facilitate the requirements of
the trade. The Engineering Departments of New Mangalore Port have been working hard to improve
the infrastructure. The Engineering Departments are divided into (1) Civil Engineering Department and
(2) Mechanical Engineering Department (also encompassing the Electrical Engineering Department).

Shipping movements are carried out round the clock throughout the year including during
monsoon period. Vessels drawing upto 14.0 mtr draft are handled at various berths. Suezmax
Tankers with LOA of 275 Mirs. being berthed safely in Oil Dock Arm during monsoon season
when SPM operation is closed.

The total number of movements carried out from 01.04.2021 to 31.03.2022 is 3905 without any
delay to the vessels.

Taking advantage of tide higher draft and Dead weight vessels are handled for import /export
of larger parcel of cargo with existing facility. 12 Nos. of partially loaded capsize vessel handled
during last financial year. JSW expressed gratitude for support and guidance in achieving
volume of 3.8MMT for financial year 2021-22 which shows growth of 48% over the previous yeatr.

VLCCs are handled at SPM without any delay.

All port crafts are well maintained in compliance with the requirements of statutory authority as
well as the classification society as a result, the department manages to carry out all shipping
movements without any interruption or delays.

The Bunkering of Naval Vessel INS Aditya was carried at Berth No.10 on 13.04.2021 by well
planning and timely operation involving precise manoeuvers to berth the vessel. The dedicated
team of this department continues to achieve new milestone under the leadership of dynamic
Chairman.

M/s. JSW (Mangalore Coal Terminal Private Ltd) Management and Team conveyed gratitude to
the Chairman, NMPA and entire team for all the supports extended to M/s. JSW for successful
handling of partly loaded Cape Size Vessels during monsoon season.

Cape size vessel “M.V. CAPE LILY“, LOA 292 mtrs. draft 11.49 mirs. carrying steam coal of
55,000 MT was handled at Berth No.16 on 23-08-2021.

The SPM cargo has a significant input in achieving ports yearly projected target assigned by the
Ministry. In the year 2021-22 SPM cargo contribution was about 21% to the ports total. This year
2021, post monsoon, as a positive initiative, Marine Department handled the First SPM vessel as
early as 13.09.2021 taking all safe practices into account in the endeavour to achieve the target
set by the Ministry. Similarly, in the pre monsoon season, the Marine Department could complete
all the assigned SPM vessels with efficient planning, execution, monitoring, to complete all the
SPM vessels assigned for discharging at SPM and could complete the same in time in-spite of
restrictions due to COVID - 19 situation and adverse weather conditions.

Every year during monsoon period, the monsoon dredging used to be carried out incurring huge
expenditure to the Port. With the initiatives and guidance of the Chairman, NMPA and with the
positive enthusiastic approach by the Marine Department, the monsoon dredging was ceased
for further observation of siltation pattern. During the year 2020 without monsoon dredging the
Marine Department in the interest of the Port maintained a draft of 13.5 mtrs. However, this
year 2021 the Department has been able to maintain 13.75 mtrs draft throughput the monsoon
period in the interest of the Port and the Nation. Moreover, on 17-09-2021, Marine Department
safely handled MV Specific Seagull with an arrival draft of 13.81 mtrs at Berth No.16. (It may be
noted that in previous years during monsoon period draft used to reduce upto 13.00 mtrs).

A phone call was received by Fire Service Division of Marine Department at 08.45 hours on 05-
01-2022, informing fire at Solid Waste Landfill Site, Pacchanady. On receiving the fire call, the
Fire Service Division of Marine Department took turnout immediately for the spot and the fire was
controlled and extinguished in a professional manner.

In this regard, the Commissioner, Mangaluru City Corporation, Mangalore has expressed his
gratitude for the prompt service extended by New Mangalore Port to control the fire occurred at
Solid Waste Landfill Site, Pacchanady.

It was also informed by the Commissioner, Mangaluru City Corporation, that the tremendous
support extended by Fire Service of New Mangalore Port has greatly helped the fire under control
and eliminating the hotspots.

On the occasion of Republic Day, Shri Shailendra V. Muglihal, Engineer Gr.ll, Shri Jayantha,
AE (Electrical) and Shri Somayya Naik, Fire-cum-Asst Safety Officer was honored with Citation
award for the exemplary services rendered during the year 2021-22.

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Marine Pollution Control Cell

The Marine Pollution Control Cell working on 24X7 for prevention of marine pollution in the Port
water and ensure that the vessels visiting to the Port are complying with the IMO Convention
MARPOL 73/78& its Annexure.

Marine Pollution Cell is performing the Operation & maintenance of OSR equipments at NMPA
as per the NOS-DCP recommended equipments to comply with the Tier-I facility as a category
A Port.

Marine Pollution Cell is regularly monitoring marine environment through regular inspection of
water front & Port water to ensure the Port water clean.

To comply IMO & DG shipping orders/circulars, the Port Reception Facility is provided for the
Port crafts/vessels calling at New Mangalore Port though Swatch Sagar Portal

New Mangalore Port Authority Port Reception Facility is effectively handling various categories
of ship generated waste to prevent pollution of deep seas, coasts & harbour water.

The Oil Contingency Plan of New Mangalore Port authority is approved by the Indian Coast
Guard( Nodal agency)

Regular training and mock drill for taking prompt action to mitigate and combat any pollution in
the port waters are carried out.

Navigational aids:

Port is provided with adequate Navigational aids required for round the clock navigation.

1.

The length of the Ports approach channel is 7.5 kms which is adequately marked with 13nos
solar powered channel marker buoys placed at an interval of 1200 mtrs apart from the fairway
buoy thus facilitating safe navigation round the clock.

There are three leading light towers ashore in line with the center of the approach channel. On
the southern and northern extremity of the channel, 2 nos each toe line lights are positioned.

Vessels Traffic System of New Mangalore Port is manned 24x7 and is used as an aid to navigation.
It is also used to keep watch on the vessels in the vicinity.

Marine Survey:

Hydrographic Surveys of the Channel and inner harbour including all berths are carried out

regularly by means of ‘Echo-sounding and Lead line sounding methods’ through outsourced survey
agency. Pre & Post joint surveys of maintenance dredging are carried out by the surveyors of dredging
contractor along with the Port surveyors and surveyors of the third party surveyors engaged by Civil
Engineering Department. In addition, positions of the buoys are also monitored. Hydrographic Surveys
of the Port area has been outsourced for 3 years w.e.f. April 2020.

NMPA maintains a full-fledged fire fighting unit with two fire stations, one at the Main/ Wharf Fire
station and the second at the Oil Jetty / Oil Terminal Fire Station.

The Port has three (1 owned and 2 hired) fire tenders fitted with water, foam and Dry Chemical

Powder System.

The Port Fire Services is manned by well trained personnel headed by Fire Officer.

The Marine Engineering Division operates and maintains 01 Tug, 02 Pilot Launches and 03 Mooring
Launches. 01 No. tug owned by the port is outsourced for operation and maintenance. Apart from these
vessels owned by the Port, the Division has 03 Nos. hired Tugs & 01 No. hired Pilot Launch for the
Port operations. All these vessels are well maintained in compliance with the requirements of Statutory
Authorities and as a result, the department manages to carry out all shipping movements without any
interruption or delays. Besides, all these vessels are also kept standby for any exigencies such as fire,
pollution etc. round the clock.

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year 2021-22 the number of Apprenticeship Trainees has been increased from 14 to 35. Already 7 Nos.
of Apprentices in Graduate in Mechanical/Civil and Diploma in Commercial Practice are engaged and
remaining 28 Nos. are called from the institutions in and around Mangalore City. As per directions of
Board of Apprenticeship Trainees as per Email dated 23.12.2021 the stipend has been enhanced from
1st April 2021 i.e. Rs 9000/- per month to Graduate Apprentices Trainees and Rs 8000/- per month to
Diploma (Technicians) Apprentices Trainees.

TRAINING:

The areas/officials requiring initial Training of up gradation are identified and trainings are conducted
through on-site (in house) training program in the Port. Trainings are also imparted at various venues
outside the campus (out station) with a view to improve the quality of service and to develop skills.
During the year 2021-22 due to COVID-19 restrictions, for the first time 18 online training programs were
conducted for 68 Officials of the Port. And as the restrictions were eased after downfall of the pandemic,
the Port started to impart inhouse & out-station trainings to its employees. Nearly 07 inhouse trainings
were imparted to 207 employees & 03 outstation trainings were imparted to 08 officers of the Port.

EDUCATION:

The Port running an English Medium School up to 10th Standard for the children of the Port Employees
and Dock workers. The School is being run through New Mangalore Port Educational Society. The Port
had incurred an expenditure of Rs.2.6 crores on the School during the year 2021-22. Besides, there is
also a Kannada Medium Higher Primary School (up to 7th standard), run by the State Government in the
Port Premises. The Port has provided a building to run this School in the staff colony. The Port hires buses
on contract basis for transportation of children to school and back at subsidized rates. Besides, one 30
seater departmental mini bus is also used to transport the School children. Reimbursement of Children
Education allowance is also being paid at maximum limit of Rs.27,000/- per child up to a maximum of 2
children in an academic year as provided in WRC settlement to the children of Port Employees.

SPORTS & CULTURAL ACTIVITIES:
As a part of Sports activities for the year 2021-22:

1. In view of the COVID-19 pandemic, the New Mangalore Port Sports Council has arranged to
pursue Yoga as per Common Yoga Protocol (CYP) for all employees and their family members at their
respective home on 21.06.2021 as a part of the celebration of “International Day of Yoga”.

2. As per the direction received from Ministry and instruction of competent authority, the New
Mangalore Port Sports Council has organised a talk on ‘Nutrition & Exercise/Yoga' by Professor,
Department of Yoga & Diet, Mangalore University on 28.09.2021 and a Live demonstration on ‘Self
Defence Techniques’ by CISF Personnel to all employees on 29.09.2021 as a part of Celebration of “Azadi
Ka Amrit Mahotsav”.

3. As per the Major Ports Control Board Sports Calendar (2021-22), the All India Major Port Lawn
Tennis Tournament was conducted from 4th April 2022 to 6th April 2022. The NMPA team secured 3rd
place in Team Championship and won the Gold medal in Men’s (Doubles) category.

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Implementation of Official Language Policy of the Union:
Official Language Implementation Committee (OLIC) :

The periodical meetings of Official Language Implementation Committee (OLIC) of the Port is being
convened regularly. Chairman, NMPA being the Chairperson of the committee reviews and monitors the
progress of compliance with the O.L. provisions and proposes measures for further improvement.

Hindi Training:-

In-service training in Hindi Language is being imparted to the Port employees. Employees were
nominated for Hindi Language training courses viz. Hindi Prabodh, Praveen, Pragya & Parangath and
the classes were conducted online due to the prevailing of COVID-19 pandemic. During the year 2021,
02 officers/employees in Praveen, 07 in Pragya and 23 in Parangath course passed the examination. On
passing the said course, incentive including personal pay and cash award is also provided by the Port.

Incentive Schemes:

The incentive scheme to motivate and encourage the employees to write original noting/drafting in
Hindi in their official work is in force.

However, now in compliance with CVC’s guideline vide its letter.No.010/VGL/044
dated 03.03.2021,the New Mangalore Port has put in place a procedure/ SOP for booking of Air
tickets for official tour by engaging M/s. Ashok Travels & Tours (ATT).

The Port has introduced Integrated Face Recognition based Biometric Attendance System for
ensuring better control and supervision on the attendance system for the regular and contract
employees.
