FY 2022-23

While looking back to the last financial year 2022-23, | feel very proud and happy to state that the above
period has witnessed many developments and major events bringing, laurels to the Port. One of the historic
events during the above period was Inauguration of Mechanised handling of container at Berth 14 and foundation
stone laying of various projects under Port-led industries by Hon’ble Prime Minister of India on 2nd September
2022.

The traffic throughput has registered 5.40% growth by handling 41.42 Million tonnes as against 39.30 Million
tonnes handled in the previous year 2021-22. The improvements were observed in handling of POL, Crude Oill,
POL Products, Coal, Cement, LPG and Containers. Crude Oil imports & Coal Imports have registered 24.87%
and 27.26% growth respectively over the previous year.

The efficiency of the Port, gauged through Port performance indicators has also shown improvement.
Average TRT for the year 2022-23 was 43.09 hours as against45.99 hours in the year 2021-22. Average Output
per berthday for the year 2022-23 was 18,489 tonnes as against 16,465 tonnes in the previous year.

The overall financial position of the Port continued to be comfortable. The Net Surplus [before taxes] of the
Port during the financial year 2022-23 is Rs.374.34 Crores as against Rs.281 Crores in the previous year.
Operating Income has increased to Rs.743.13 Crores from Rs. 644.86 Crores of 2021-22, which is the highest
ever achieved in the history of the Port. The operating ratio stood at 37.29 as against 40.36 of 2021-22, which is
on par with corporate Ports.

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TRAFFIC DEPARTMENT

Traffic Performance for the FY 2022-23

The Port during the fiscal year 2022-23 handled a throughput of 41.42 million tonnes as against
39.30 million tonnes handled in 2021-22 registering 5.40% variation over the last year. The unloaded
traffic during the year 2022-23 is 31.89 million tonnes as against 28.46 million tonnes in the previous
year. Out of 31.89 million tonnes unloaded traffic, the overseas traffic is 24.59 million tonnes and
coastal traffic is 7.30 million tonnes. The loaded traffic during the year is 9.52 million tonnes as against
10.84 million tonnes in the previous year. Out of 9.52 million tonnes loaded traffic, the overseas trafficis
7.75 million tonnes and the coastal trafficis 1.77 million tonnes.

Shipping
The number of vessels of all types sailed out of the Port during 2022-23 is 1331 as against 1326

vessels sailed out in the previous year. The total NRT of the vessels sailed is 20.67 million tonnes, GRT
is 40.94 million tonnes and DWT is 65.14 million tonnes.

Container Traffic

The container traffic handled at the Port in the year 2022-23 shows increase of 8.55% over the
previous year. During the year 2022-23, total 1,65,515 TEUs i.e. 23.69 lakh tonnes of containerized
cargo were handled as against 152,484 TEUs i.e. 23.10 lakh tonnes in the previous year. The number
of container vessels handled during 2022-23 is 183 as against 167 vessels handled in the previous
year.

Cruise Traffic

6 Cruise vessels with 2635 passengers were visited during the year 2022-23 whereas last year Port
has not handled Cruise vessels due to the Covid pandemic.

Efficiency Parameters

Average Pre-berthing delay for the year 2022-23 is 1.30 days as against 1.19 days for the last year.
Average TRT for the year 2022-23 is 43.09 hours as against 45.99 hours for the last year. Average
Output per berthday for the year 2022-23 is 18,489 tonnes as against 16,465 tonnes for the previous
year. Average output per gang shift forthe year 2022-23 is 3,062 tonnes as against 2,747 tonnes for the
lastyear.
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Business Development Activities

» New Mangalore Port Authority recognized the efforts of the stakeholders who contributed to the
Port’s success in cargo handling. Awards were conferred to the stakeholders in different categories.

» Port has the some vacant land parcel which could fetch the additional revenue. The available land
was showcased to many potential industries like storage for liquid cargo export, CFS facility etc.
The proposals are in different stages.

» Participated in FICCI organized second edition of Karnataka Coastal Business Conclave: The Way
Forward on 12thMay 2022 in Mangalore. The speakers in the conclave included ministers from the
State Government, elected representatives of this region, and senior bureaucrats of the state
government where keynote address was delivered by the Chairman, NMPA.

The Conclave discussed the proposals suggested by the vision group and assessed the
developmental programs needed for accelerated industrial growth in the region.

» Participated in the Incredible India International Cruise Conference on 14th and 15th May 2022 held
atMumbai. The exhibition aimed
a. To disseminate information about India’s preparedness for developing the Cruise Tourism
Sector.
b. To present to the Cruise Lines and Operators an overview of the many and varied facilities and
attractions, India has to offer.
c. To showcase India as a desirable destination for cruise passengers, highlight the regional
connectivity and also promote building new destinations.
d. To create an enabling and conducive environment for cruise lines to exchange views with the
government authorities for operating in the region.
e. To brainstorm with important stakeholders and sensitize them for developing policies,
procedures and processes to encourage cruise tourismin India.
f. To encourage the additional deployment of cruise vessels to India on a long-term basis.

» Public-Private-Partnership (PPP) mode of development was introduced in the Indian Port sector in
the mid 1990s along with other infrastructure sectors. Jawaharlal Nehru Port Authority entered into
the first agreement with the private player, viz, Nhava Sheva International Container Terminal
(NSICT) in July, 1997 making it the first Port Terminal to be developed on PPP basis. Since then,
PPP mode has become the preferred mode of infrastructure development in Major Ports
accounting for nearly 90% of the new investment in Berth/Terminal infrastructure.

ADMINISTRATION REPORT - 2022-23 NEW MANGALORE PORT AUTHORITY

The very first agreement between the concessioning authority and concessionaire on PPP mode
completed its 25 years of success in July 2022. To celebrate 25th anniversary of first PPP project
undertaken in Port sector in India, New Mangalore Port, Mormugao Port and Cochin Port organized
the Maritime Public-Private-Partnership Conclave on 11" & 12" August 2022 at Mangalore.

The participants for the program included public and private sector stakeholders comprising
Ports, shipyards, inland waterways, Ports located in region, trade bodies and associations, national
and international shipping and logistics industries, State Government Ministers/Heads of
departments dealing with maritime, Ports, shipping and inland waterways.

» New Mangalore Port, Cochin Port and Mormugao Port Authorities are jointly organized the PM Gati
Shakti Multimodal Maritime Summit 2022 on 20" and 21* October 2022.

The summit included specific interactive sessions covering topics such as PM Gati Shakti
National Master Plan for Multi-Modal Connectivity with a special attention to Karnataka & Goa State
perspective, Projects undertaken at NMPA, CoPA& MoPA and panel discussions on issues related
to road and rail connectivity of the region to bring greater awareness about Gati Shakti initiative and
its objectives among all the potential stakeholders.

» The cruise season restarted after the break during COVID 19 with 6 cruise calls during last FY.
Several new initiatives were undertaken to improve the experience of passengers during the visit.

a. Most of the cruise passengers are from the European countries and like to experience local
art and culture during their shore excursions. Since meditation, an ancient practice in our
country, is becoming popular in those countries as well, the Port requested Department of
AYUSH set up a free of cost Guided Mediation center at the first floor in NMPA cruise lounge.
The make shift arrangements by the Port were carried out to convert the place suitably with
the help of experts from the Department of AYUSH. The initiative helped to promote the time
tested solution (Meditation) of the country.

Qualified resource persons were provided by Dept. of AYUSH during each cruise call to
experience the meditation which was much appreciated by the cruise passengers.

b. Parting gifts were presented to the Cruise passengers while embarkation on the vessel. The
gifts (fridge magnets and key chains) were procured though local vendors depicting the art
and culture of the country. The gifts would help the passengers to associate with the great
memories at the Port and remind the passengers about the hospitality experience.

c. Deploying the students for Hospitality: The Port has entered into a MoU with a local university
having institutes for hospitality as well as Ports and shipping. For the students learning and
practical experience, the university sends 10-15 students for every cruise call. The students’
presence generates a hospitable atmosphere.
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d. Local university students were invited to arrange cultural programmes for cruise passengers.
The cultural programs depicted the local art and cultural heritage to the passengers. An extra
air conditioned pagoda with stage and chairs were setup for the same.

e. The Cruise vessel MS The World called to the Port on 13" January and sailed on 15" January

2023. Since the vessel stayed 3 nights at the Port, special arrangements were made to
engage the passengers with art forms of the state and festive atmosphere with lighting
arrangements.
Cultural program on the day 1 consisted of Dollu Kunitha performance by a professional
troupe from North Karnataka. The performance was arranged by the Port through Ministry of
Tourism, Gol. The open stage with lights was setup at the cruise berth along the vessel
enabling passengers on board to enjoy the performance from the vessel itself. Cruise
passengers were served with snacks and hot beverages while watching the cultural
performances.

On the day 2, the cultural programme consisted of Bharatanatyam, Mohiniyattam, Kathak
and Navarasam performances, which were arranged by the Port through the students of a
local university and an association promoting local arts and culture.

On the day 3, the cultural programme consisted of traditional percussions (Chande),
Navadurga Bharatanatyam, Hulivesha and local fisher folk dance performances which were
arranged by the Port through Department of Tourism, GoK.

» At present, only international Cruise lines are called at NMP. To extend the calls of the domestic
cruise liners, the team had a meeting with President and CEO of the Cordelia Cruises which runs
the domestic cruises in the Ports of Mumbai, Cochin and Chennai. The CEO has responded
positively and domestic cruise calls are expected in the coming years.

» Coffee exporters of the region in Kushal Nagar, Hassan and Chikamagalur were met in person to
know any difficulties faced by the trade and resolve the issues to improve their business experience
with the Port. The meetings were also intended to know the feedback on the service provided by the
Container Terminal operator at the Port.

» After the Hon’ble Supreme Court lifted the ban on export of iron ore from Karnataka, several
discussions were held with the large iron ore exporters namely Vedanta Ltd, R.Praveen Chandra,
Zest Ferro Benefication, MEL and Salagonkar. The exporters were willing to start the export of iron
ore at the earliest. The Port is getting the additional permissions required from statutory authorities
for the export of iron ore. The iron ore export, expected to be started by September 2023, may add
cargo of 1-1.5 million tons per annum.

» Discussions held with Renew Power, Avada Energy, Enfinity and O2 Power Pvt Ltd who are
planning to export green liquid ammonia through the Port. They have entered into MoUs with the
state government to establish the production units in the close proximity of the Port. Through the
pipelines, liquid ammonia is expected to be pumped to the storage facility and thereafter to the
vessel for export of the cargo. The expected cargo output from these companies would range from
1 MMT to 1.5 MMT per annum with their peak capacity.
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» Solid Coal pitch tar is the new cargo handled during FY 2022-23. Export of solid pitch in jumbo bags
is expected to be doubled (~0.2 MMT) during FY 2023-24.

» The first shipment of edible oil was handled at UPCL facility in Berth No. 15, which was under
utilized. The initiative would help in handling larger parcel sizes of cargoes traditionally handled in
shallower berths and increased productivity. Several meetings with stakeholders and UPCL were
held in the previous year to facilitate handling of deep draft edible oil vessels at the berth.

Railway Traffic

The Port Railway is managed by the Indian Railways. The details of Railway traffic handled for the year

During January, 1990 on the advice of Ministry,
a Scheme called “New Mangalore Port Cargo Handling Workers (Regulation of Employment) Scheme 1990”
was framed and adopted by the Port Trust Board and the Management of Cargo Handling Workers was taken
over by the Port Trust under this scheme w.e.f. 15.03.1990. The present Scheme provides for elaborate
procedure for Management of Cargo Handling Workers including recruitment, reservation, working conditions
and disciplinary procedure.

One (1) Dock Safety Training Programme was conducted during 2022-23 wherein 17 workers were
imparted Safety Training. Cargo Handling Workers Services were discontinued with implementation of new
Scale of Rates w.e.f. 25.12.2022.

Safety

The New Mangalore Port Authority is committed to provide Safe and cost effective services related to the
seaport facilities meeting applicable statutory and Regulatory requirements in the Port and the management
is committed to implementation of the Health and Safety Policy. The Port follows the Safety committee
Management System, wherein the Safety at the Portis managed by the Port Safety Management committee.

NMPA abides by all the applicable statutory rules and regulations. The safety at Docks area is as per the
guidelines laid in the Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare ) Act 1986 and the Dock Workers (Safety,
Health and Welfare Regulations) 1990 framed under the Act. The said Act and Regulations are framed to
protect the workmen from industrial accidents and occupational diseases. The Act is administered by the
Ministry of Labor and Employment through the DGFASLI, Director General of Factories and Advice Services
and Labor Institute and the same is enforced in the Ports by the Inspectorate of Dock Safety.

The Health and Safety has primary importance in all activities of the Port, whether atland or at sea and
the Port strives to achieve best safety practices in all its operations. The safety management system is
monitored, reviewed, benchmarked and audited on a periodic basis. The SOPs are prepared for all the cargo
handling operations and the Port users are advised to adhere and comply to the SOPs.

There are NIL case of major reportable accidents during the cargo handling operations or any cases of
reportable occupational diseases reported. The Management, HoDs and officers are all concerned about
safety and there is proactive and positive attitude towards safety in the Port.

Any near misses, Dangerous occurrences and incidents are investigated. The Port safety Committee
meetings are being regularly conducted , every quarterly. The schedule for medical examination of workers is
strictly followed and all workers are subjected to undergo the annual medical examination at the occupational
health centre of the Port . The medical examination is carried out by the AFIH qualified Sr. Medical Officer of
the Port. Also, On the job training and training on safety aspects are regularly imparted to the workers. The
dock workers are provided with necessary safety gadgets/personal protective equipments (PPEs) like the
Safety helmets, gloves, safety shoes, goggles, dust masks and reflective safety vests are being provided to
the signal man.
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The on site mock drills are regularly conducted and the short comings are reviewed. NMPA also actively
participates in the Off site emergency mock drill conducted by the D.K. Dist. Disaster Management team, the
Mutual Aid members and neighboring industries. The liquid cargo being the major cargo handled at NMPA, the
fire fighting systems are provided at the jetty as per the OISD — 156 guidelines and OISD audits of the oil
jetties for fire fighting facilities at jetties and facilities of Oil companies was carried out in Sept. 2022. The
safety of Pipelines is also given at most importance and the same are monitored regularly. The Captive Port
users , PPP and BOT operators are also advised to strictly comply with the safety requirements of the Port
and to carry out Safety audit of their facilities regularly.

In compliance to the Regulation No 111 of the Dock Workers (S,H&W) Regulations 1990, All the RCH
workers are imparted with training on safety in material handling and skill required for performing their duties
and also the annual medical examination is carried out for all the RCH workers as per the Regulation No. 107
of the Dock Workers (Safety, Health and Welfare) Regulations 1990.

ENGINEERING DEPARTMENTS

The Engineering Departments form the backbone of the Ports. The quality of the infrastructure determines
the progress of the trade and by extension the economic development of our Nation. It is the prime
responsibility of the Port to develop the infrastructure at hand to facilitate the requirements of the trade. The
Engineering Departments of New Mangalore Port have been working hard to improve the infrastructure. The
Engineering Departments are divided into (1) Civil Engineering Department and (2) Mechanical Engineering
Department (also encompassing the Electrical Engineering Department).

Development of Fishing Harbour at Kulai, Mangalore, DK

The project envisages construction of Fishing Harbour at Kulai. On commissioning of the New Mangalore
Port Authority, the displaced mechanised fishing vessels belonging to Kulai and near by villages started
operating from Mangalore fishing harbor which is at a distance of about 8.0 KM south of New Mangalore
Port Authority. This will also bring about improvement in socio-economic condition of fishermen. Around
275 to 325 Boats can be accommodated in the proposed jetty. After commissioning, the project shall
provide direct / indirect employment to about 4000 people. The work is awarded to M/s. SAPL GCC JV,
Mangalore at a project costof Rs. 147 Crore vide LoAdtd. 09.03.2022.

Development of Additional Deep Draft General Cargo Berth (Berth No. 17) adjacent to Berth No. 8
The Main purpose of the new deep draft berth No. 17 is to handle the deep drafted vessels presently calling
at Berth No.14 after it is handed over concessionaire to handle containers. All coal has been shifted to
Berth No. 16 which is operated by the Concessionaire M/s.Mangalore Coal Terminal Pvt. Ltd. Proposed
Berth No. 17 is to handle iron ore fines/ concentrate, fertilizers, river sand bentonite, gypsum, machinery
etc. The TEFR prepared by M/s. IPA, New Delhi has been approved by the Port Trust Board to handle dry
and break bulk cargo including RO/RO ships.The Design Basis Report has been prepared by M/s.
NTCPWGC, IIT, Madras. NTCPWC, IIT Madras submitted the final DPR on 24.09.2022 and the same has
been approved by the Board of NMPA. The EIA studies are under progress.PMC has been awarded to
Grafix Engineering Consultant Pvt. Ltd. on 03.02.2023. The construction works are expected to
commence by September, 2023.

MARINE DEPARTMENT

Highlights Of Marine Department 2022-23

1.

Shipping movements are carried out round the clock throughout the year including during monsoon
period. Vessels drawing upto14.0mtr draft are handled at various berths. Suezmax Tankers with LOA of
275 Mtrs. being berthed safely in Oil Dock Arm during monsoon season when SPM operation is closed.

The total number of movements carried out from 01.04.2022 to 31.03.2023 is 3951 without any delay to the
vessels.

Total number of ships handled during the above period —1331

Taking advantage of tide, higher draft and Dead weight vessels are handled for import /export of larger
parcel of cargo with existing facility. 11 Nos. of partially loaded capsize vessel handled during last financial
year. JSW, MCTPL expressed their gratitude to the Chairman, NMPA and entire team for timely guidance
and proactive initiatives, which has enabled them to finalize the cape size vessel fixtures during monsoon
drawing 13.5mtr at their berth No.16 terminal. This decision of NMPA has immensely helped M/s JSW
and trade at large to increase the volume / through put.They also appreciated Marine Dept., NMPA for
restoring draft upto 14m before December 2022 which helped them to increase volume / throughput during
the last monsoon. It may be noted that inspite of late arrival of dredger in the Port and delay in completing
the dredging, Marine Department restored the draft 14m before December 2022 by taking a calculative
risk in the interest of the Port and Nation.

VLCCs are handled at SPM without any delay.

All Port crafts are well maintained in compliance with the requirements of statutory authority as well as the
classification society as a result, the department manages to carry out all shipping movements without any
interruption or delays. Thus ensuring quick turnaround time of vessels calling at New Mangalore Port.

Water front area patrolled on 24 x 7 basis by high speed security boats.

Availability and utilization of Port crafts are maintained well within RFD target.

Recognizable reduction in OT hours is evident by implementing 3 shifts duty roster and managing roster as
perrequirement.

Vessel related documents are carried out online and no manual intervention is required.

New Mangalore Port Authority achieved yet another milestone on 03.07.2022 when the first mainline
container vessel MSC Erminia (Length- 276.5 mtrs. and draft 12.8 mtrs) berthed at 14 (W) of M/s. JSW,
Mangalore Container Terminal Pvt. Ltd. The vessel carried 1771 TEUs and 1265 units import containers.

The vessel M.V. Princess Miral sought to enter the New Mangalore Port Authority (NMPA) due to water
ingress in the cargo hold. Having come to know that the vessel Princess Miral, IMO No. 9016727 is 32
years old, does neither have recognized insurance, P & |, recognized class certificates, nor authorized
approached, no owners representative applied etc., NMPA took a firm stand to not to allow the vessel in
side “Port waters” inspite of pressures from various angles and whereby saving it’s navigational channel,
Port and the marine environment. Ultimately, the vessel grounded and sank outside the Port limits of
NMPAwithin 24 hours of denial by NMPA.

M/s Lia Travels and Tours, Local Tour operator was appointed by the liner to perform a Cultural show with
a troupe on board the vessel SEVEN SEAS EXPLORER on 02.12.2022 at New Mangalore Port Authority.
This was first of its kind in Mangalore. The same was coordinated & permitted to perform smoothly by
Marine Department. M/s Lia Travels and Tours expressed their gratitude towards NMPA for the co-
operation extended by simplifying the procedure and making it customer friendly, especially regarding
Safety and Security clearances, in a transparent manner as this troupe was performing for the first time
onboard the vessel. This has helped them in conducting their performance as per schedule.

The Commissioner, Mangaluru City Corporation, Mangalore has expressed his gratitude towards New
Mangalore Port Authority for the assistance and wholehearted support during the recent fire that occurred
at Solid Waste Disposal site, Pachanady. He informed that bringing the fire under control and eliminating
the hotspots would have taken much longer time without NMPA’s involvement. Also he conveyed his
deepest thanks to each of Marine Fire Team members who helped during the fire breakout and also for
handling the situation with professionalism and dedication.

SPM cargo has a significant input in achieving Ports yearly projected target assigned by the Ministry. In
the year 2022-23, SPM cargo contribution was about 35 % to the Ports total. In the pre and post monsoon
season, the Marine Department could complete all the assigned SPM vessels with efficient planning,
execution, monitoring to complete all the SPM vessels assigned for discharging at SPM taking all safe
practices into accountin the endeavor to achieve the target set by the Ministry.

Every year during Monsoon period, the monsoon dredging used to be carried out incurring huge

expenditure to the Port. With the initiatives and guidance of the Chairman, NMPA and with the positive and
enthusiastic approach by the Marine Department, the monsoon dredging was ceased for
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further observation of siltation pattern. In the other hand the Marine Department has been able to
calculatively handle higher draft vessels corresponding to the previous years (It may be noted that, with
monsoon dredging in the previous years, draft used to fall due to siltation up to -12.7 mtrs from -14.0 mtrs
during every year from inception of this Port). However, presently without monsoon dredging, in the first
year(2020) Marine Department ensured a draft of 13.5 mtrs throughout and during the last two years(2021
& 2022), Marine Department has been able to safely and successfully maintained a draft of 13.75 mtrs
(more than year 2020) throughout. Increase in draft has greatly attributed in handling more cargo during
the corresponding previous years. Further, the Marine Department has been also handling Cape size
vessels at berth No.16 & Suezmax vessels at Berth No.10 during the monsoon period.

Tug Kabini was disposed off and handed over to H1 bidder at a price of Rs. 2.54 Crores,
(comprehensively very appreciable value). This was possible by continuous monitoring & follow up by this
department during the MSTC process, maintaining the certification of the tug including all its trading
certificates in-spite of differing the dry docking (following the procedure) which has additionally fetched
NMPA with Rs.3.5 Crores. Inspite of various breakdowns and non-availability of spare parts the
department has been able to successfully maintain the Tug and dispose off on completion of 20 years of its
life prescribed by the Govt.

When it was noticed by this department that the Qil Jetty areais full of garbages due to the repair materials
left over by the various stake holders after the work, for a long period which seemed to be a herculean task
for clearing by the concerned department. Though itis not the core work of the department, in the interest
of the Port this department took initiative & involved all the stake holders utilizing the oil jetty areas by
invoking the Swachh Bharat Abhiyan and got the complete Oil Jetty area cleaned within a record time of 3
days.

On occasion of Independence day Shri Roshan Kumar, AE(Ele.) and Shri Umesh Naik, Security Guard
were honoured with Citation award for the exemplary services rendered during the year 2022-23.

Marine Pollution Control Cell

The Marine Pollution Control Cell working on 24X7 for prevention of marine pollution in the Port
water and ensure that the vessels visiting to the Port are complying with the IMO Convention
MARPOL 73/78&its Annexure.

Marine Pollution Cell is performing the Operation & maintenance of OSR equipments at NMPA as
perthe NOS-DCP recommended equipments to comply with the Tier-I facility as a category A Port.

Marine Pollution Cell is regularly monitoring marine environment through regular inspection of
water front & Port water to ensure the Port water clean.

To comply IMO & DG shipping orders/circulars, the Port Reception Facility is provided for the Port
crafts/vessels calling at New Mangalore Port though Swatch Sagar Portal.
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» New Mangalore Port Authority Port Reception Facility is effectively handling various categories of ship
generated waste to prevent pollution of deep seas, coasts & harbour water.

» The Oil Contingency Plan of New Mangalore Port Authority is approved by the Indian Coast Guard( Nodal
agency).

» Regular training and mock drill for taking prompt action to mitigate and combat any pollution in the Port
waters are carried out.

Navigational aids

Portis provided with adequate Navigational aids required for round the clock navigation.

1. The length of the Ports approach channel is 7.5 kms which is adequately marked with 13 nos solar
powered channel marker buoys placed at an interval of 1200 mtrs apart from the fairway buoy thus
facilitating safe navigation round the clock.

2. There are three leading light towers ashore in line with the center of the approach channel. On the
southern and northern extremity of the channel, 2 nos. each toe line lights are positioned.

3. Vessels Traffic System of New Mangalore Port is manned 24x7 and is used as an aid to navigation. lItis
also used to keep watch on the vessels in the vicinity.

Marine Survey

Hydrographic Surveys of the Channel and inner harbour including all berths are carried out regularly by means
of ‘Echo-sounding and Lead line sounding methods’ through outsourced survey agency. Pre & Post joint
surveys of maintenance dredging are carried out by the surveyors of dredging contractor along with the Port
surveyors and surveyors of the third party surveyors engaged by Civil Engineering Department. In addition,
positions of the buoys are also monitored.

Port Fire Services

1. NMPA maintains a full-fledged fire fighting unit with two fire stations, one at the Main/ Wharf Fire station and
the second at the Oil Jetty / Oil Terminal Fire Station.

2. The Port has three (1 owned and 2 hired) fire tenders fitted with water, foam and Dry Chemical Powder
System.

3. The Port Fire Services is manned by well trained personnel headed by Fire cum Assistant Safety Officer
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Marine Engineering Division

The Marine Engineering Division operates and maintains 01 Tug, 02 Pilot Launches and 03 Mooring
Launches. Apart from these vessels owned by the Port, the Division has 03 Nos. hired Tugs & 01 No. hired
Pilot Launch for the Port operations. All these vessels are well maintained in compliance with the requirements
of Statutory Authorities and as a result, the department manages to carry out all shipping movements without
any interruption or delays. Besides, all these vessels are also kept standby for any exigencies such as fire,
pollution etc. round the clock.

This Port has been imparting Training under Apprenticeship Act 1961 to the Graduate Engineers &
Diploma holders in Mechanical/ Electrical/ Civil and Computer Science Engineering as well as Diploma
holders in Commercial Practice and Graduates in Degree i.e. B.A & B.Com. During the year 2022-23
eight Graduate Apprentices in Mechanical/Civil/B.Aand Diploma in Commercial Practice were engaged.

TRAINING

The areas/officials requiring initial Training for up-gradation of staff are identified and training is imparted
through on-site training programme at New Mangalore Port Authority. Trainings are also imparted at
specialized institutes outside, with a view to develop skills and to improve the quality of service. During
the year 2022-23 a total of 225 Officers/officials were given in-house training at NMPA and 43 officers
were deputed for outstation and on-line trainings.

EDUCATION

The Portis running an English Medium School up to 10th Standard for the children of the Port Employees
and Dock workers. The School is being run through New Mangalore Port Educational Society. The Port
had incurred an expenditure of Rs.2.8 crores on the School during the year 2022-23. Besides, there is
also a Kannada Medium Higher Primary School (up to 7th standard), run by the State Government and
Kendriya Vidyalaya No.1 run by Central Govt. in the Port premises. The Port has provided a building to
run this School in the staff colony.

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VIGILANCE DEPARTMENT

Vigilance Department of the Port is headed by Chief Vigilance Officer (CVO) and acts as an advisor to the
Chief Executive/Chairperson in all matters pertaining to Vigilance. Shri. Padmanabhachar K, IOFS, has
assumed the charge of CVO, NMPA on 27.04.2022. Vigilance Department has been giving emphasis on
preventive aspects of Vigilance and has taken a number of steps for system improvement. This helped in
increasing transparency in the organization. Computerization in the Port is also a step in this direction.

(A) Inspections

As part of preventive vigilance, intensive examinations (CTE type inspections) of two works were carried
out. And four periodic & thirty five surprise inspections were also carried out.

(B) Systemic improvements

Based on the periodic and surprise inspections of works and investigation of complaints the following
systemic improvements were suggested to the management and were implemented:

1) For afool proof mechanism to eliminate any possibility of fraud in claiming EPF remittancesi.e., the
contractor getting its payment from the department without complying with the requirements
towards EPF remittances, all the departments were advised vide vigilance department’s OM No.
CVO/Systemic Improvement/2022/648, dated 9" June, 2022 to ensure the following before
processing/clearing the contractor’s bills for payment :

a) Verify genuineness of document(s)/ EPF/ESI Payment receipts submitted by the contractor
in respect of labours deployed.
b) Ensure compliance by the contractor(s) to EPF regulation by way of checking through EPF
website/portal.
All the HoD’s are instructed to furnish monthly compliance report in this regard to the CVO in the
prescribed format by 7" day of every month.

2) To comply the Public Procurement (Preference to Make in India) Order 2017 & GFR 2017, all the
departments were advised vide vigilance department's OM No. CVO/Systemic Improvement-
2/2022/743, dated 20" September, 2022 to ensure the following during tender enquiry :

(a) Compliance of DPIIT’s (Government of India) order on Public Procurement (Preference to
Make in India) dated 15.06.2017 and revised order dated 16.09.2020

(b) Tender clauses shall not be restrictive and discriminatory practice against local suppliers.

(c) Not to indicate a requirement for a particular trade mark, trade name or brand and not to
Specify foreign certifications/unreasonable technical specifications/ brands/models in the
bid document without the prior approval of Competent Authority.

(d) Compliance of Chapter -6, Rule No: 144 (b) of General Financial Rule -2017 issued by

3) All the Departments were advised that, the following guidelines issued by the Department of
Expenditure (DoE)/ CVC as per GFR shall be ensured by all the concerned, so that future complications
leading to vigilance angle may be avoided.

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MEDICAL DEPARTMENT

The Port Authority Hospital is a 55 bedded Hospital operating with functioning 32 beds that caters to the
Medical needs of the Port Authority Employees / Retirees / Dock workers / CISF Unit & their dependents
free of cost and also caters medical services for the Central School NMPA, Coast Guards, Meteorological
observatory Centre, Customs and contract laborers of various agencies operating within the Port area on
paying nominal charges.

Human Resources
The Chief Medical Officer is the Head of the Medical Department. Dy. Chief Medical Officer, a Senior
Medical Officer, Four Ministerial Staff, 10 Paramedical Staff (Regular), One Procurement Manager, 05
Medical Officers on Contract, 49 Paramedical Staff on Contractand 7 Data Entry Operators on Contract
are engaged in the service of the Port Authority Hospital for providing round the clock services
including two ambulance facilities.
