further hereby notifies amendment to its aforesaid notified Scale of rates (SoR) as in the

Order appended hereto.

(Passed on this 27" day of October 2023)
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. The Port Authority Board in its meeting held on 13.12.2022 vide resolution No 127/2022-23,

had approved revision of Scale of Rates and the statement of conditions for allotment of Port
premises on lease/License and grant of RoW permission for the cycle period 2022-2027.
The Board approved SoR along with statement of conditions under which, the access to and
usage of Port premises may be allowed by the Board to the .Port user’s, had been notified in
the Karnataka State Government Gazette vide Volume No 158/issue No 31, PD-26, dated
09th February 2023. Further, it was also notified to Port User’s vide Trade Notice dated
03.03.2023.
The SI No (A) (vi) of the Statement of conditions of the gazette notified SoR 2022-27
stipulated the following :-
A(vi) The rate proposed for open space for EXIM Cargo in custom bond area
will apply for areas leased in the commercial zone where EXIM cargo is
stored, on vessel to vessel basis, till the area is leased out for commercial
purposes
But due to constraint of space inside the Custom Bound area, as Port has been allotting Land
area on License basis for storage EXIM Cargo in other zones also, representations were
received from the Port User’s against the hike in the SoR-2023-2027, for storage of EXIM
Cargo, outside the Custom Bond area.
The representations received from the Port User’'s were deliberated by the Board approved
Committee for revision of Tariff, in its meeting held on 16.08.2023.The Tariff Committee after
detailed discussion and deliberations recommended the following to the Port Authority Board
To revise/amend, S| No (A) (vi) of the Statement of conditions of the gazette notified SoR
2022-27 as follows:-

A(vi) The rate applicable for open space for EXIM Cargo, vessel to vessel
basis in the Custom bond Zone will apply for areas in all other zones
where EXIM cargo, vessel to vessel is stored. The revision shall be
applicable with effect from 11.03.2023 and shall be in force for a period
of 4 years from the effective date.
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The recommendations of the Tariff Committee was approved by the Port Authority Board in
its meeting held on 27.10.2023 vide Resolution No 135/2023-24.

The Scale of rates (SoR) and all other conditionalities under which, the access to and usage
of Port premises may be allowed by the Board to the .Port user’s, notified by the Port Authority
in the Karnataka State Government Gazette; vide Volume No 158/issue No No 31, PD-26
dated 09th February 2023 and the Trade Notice No CE(C)/SE(C-Il)/EST/SOR-REV/2022-23
dated 03.03.2023; remains unaltered.

In the result, and for the reasons given above, and based on a collective application of mind,
the Board of Major Port Authority for New Mangalore Port, approves to amend S| No (A) (vi)
of the statement of conditions under which the access to and usage of Port assets may be
allowed by the Board of New Mangalore Port , which had been initially notified by the Port
Authority Board in the Karnataka State Government Gazette; vide Volume No 158/issue No
No 31, PD-26 dated 09th February 2023 and the Trade Notice No CE(C)/SE(C-Il)/EST/SOR-
REV/2022-23 dated 03.03.2023. The ammended SI No (A) (vi) of the conditionalities
governing the application of revised Scale of Rates will be effective from 11.03.2023 and
shall be in force for a period of 4 years from the effective date.The Gazette SoR 2022-27 and
all other conditionalities under which, the access to and usage of Port premises may be

allowed by the Board to the .Port users remains unaltered.
