New Mangalore Port Authority Celebrates 77th Republic Day

The 77th Republic Day of India was celebrated with pride and patriotic fervour
at Dr. B. R. Ambedkar Stadium, Panambur, today.

The celebrations were led by the Chief Guest, Capt. Manoj Joshi, Deputy
